Planning Commission Meeting

December 1, 2003

Vice Chairman Tom Robertson called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present: Dulin, Faber, Gau, Ringelstetter, Robertson, Schwerdtfeger.  Absent: Renk.

Duane Gau made a motion to approve the minutes of the September 22, 2003 meeting as written.  Second by Owen Schwerdtfeger.  Motion carried unanimously.

Owen Schwerdtfeger made a motion to approve the minutes of the November 3, 2003 meeting as written.  Second made by Bob Faber, carried unanimously.

Review and consider a CSM to adjust a lot line by Jean and Frank Bousquet, 1716 Tam O’ Shanter Trail, Sec. 12.

Ms. Bousquet explained that she owns two adjacent lots on Tam O’ Shanter.  She currently lives on one lot, but is planning to build a new home on the adjacent lot.  The lot line adjustment will allow her dog kennel to become part of her new lot.

Len Ringelstetter moved to approve the CSM.  Sandy Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a request for a variance permit to accommodate a home addition by Kenneth and Susan Wulf, 1785 CTH V, Sec. 12.

Mr. and Mrs. Wulf had a variance for an addition to their home which has expired.  They need a new variance to finish construction.  The planned construction will add dormers to the upper floor but will not change the dimensions of the lower floor of the home.

Duane Gau made a motion to approve the request, second by Len Ringelstetter.  Motion carried unanimously.  However, the Town’s decision is advisory only on variance requests.

Review and consider a plan to bring an outbuilding into compliance with Dane County Zoning Ordinance by Michael Kesselhon, 7234 Norway Road, Sec. 18.

Mr. Kesselhon’s attorney contacted the Town Clerk and indicated that Mr. Kesselhon is now in compliance.  He asked for a postponement to allow time to contact Dane County Zoning for an inspection of the property.  

Review and consider approval of the final plat of Winfield Estates, Kallende Addition, Sec. 18 by William Paulson.

After discussion, Sandy Dulin made a motion to approve the final plat of Winfield Estates, Kallende Addition subject to the following conditions:

1. The outlot in Winfield Estates be available to residents of the Kallende Addition as well.

2. Resolve the issue concerning the difference between the actual boundary line and the occupancy line on the east side of the subdivision to the Town Attorney’s satisfaction.  This is to be done before the final plat is signed.

3. The Town is to be provided culvert sizes for all lots.

4. Developer’s agreement to address location of vegetation and screening in order to protect the Town’s interests.

5. The conditions outlined by the Town Attorney during preliminary plat stage (July 2003) are to be incorporated into the final plat.

Motion seconded by Len Ringelstetter.  Carried unanimously.

Review and consider a CSM land division at Bristol Equestrian Estates, Hwy N, Sec. 20 by Steve Knaus, and review and consider a rezone request from A-1 to R-3 on Lot 2 of this proposed CSM. 

Since there is a loft with living quarters in the new barn/stable, Mr. Knaus needs to split the two houses on the property into separate parcels to be in compliance with Dane County Zoning Ordinance.  Lot 2 of the proposed CSM needs a rezone to R-3 since there is insufficient setback between the home and the barn/stable.

Several issues came up during discussion:

1. There would need to be an exception to the current moratorium on land divisions since 2 new lots are being created.

2. There needs to be an easement for driveway access to Hwy N from lots 1 and 2.

3. There appears to be insufficient setback on lot 1.

4. Attorney Hazelbaker also suggested a deed restriction that limits the living quarters in the barn to an individual employed full time in the operation of the horse boarding facility.

Duane Gau moved to table both items to allow Mr. Knaus time to address these issues.  Second by Owen Schwerdtfeger, carried unanimously.

Review and consider options for the development zone in the revised Town Comprehensive Land Use Plan.

Open discussion was held regarding the revision to the Town Land Use Plan.  The next meeting with Gary Peterson will be held December 15, 2003.

Bob Faber moved to adjourn.  Second by Sandy Dulin.  Meeting ended at 8:55 p.m.
