Special Town Board Meeting

April 7, 2003

Chairman Derr called the special meeting to order at 7:10 p.m.

Judge Michael Nowakowski gave the oath of office to Town Officials Gerald Derr, Chairman,  Scott Grove and Sandra Dulin, Supervisors and Sandy Klister, Clerk/Treasurer.

Supervisor Grove made a motion to adjourn, second by Supervisor Dulin. Special meeting ended at 7:20 p.m.

Regular Town Board Meeting

April 7, 2003

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 7:32 p.m.

Those in attendance recited the Pledge of Allegiance to our flag.

Sandy Klister read the minutes of the March 3, 2003 meeting.  One correction was noted. In the section “Review and consider increasing employee compensation for Town employees” the motion should be seconded by Supervisor Gullickson.  Supervisor Grove made a motion to approve the minutes as corrected.  Second by Supervisor Gullickson.  Motion carried.

Public comment:  None

Chairman Derr moved agenda items 7-9 to the front of the agenda since Parks Committee Chairman Dan Hopfensperger was not able to stay for the entire meeting.  

Review and consider a Parks Committee appointment for Kim Moermond.

Supervisor Grove made a motion to appoint Kim Moermond to the Parks Committee.  Second by Supervisor Gullickson.  Motion carried.  

Review and consider a resolution in support of a Dane County Conservation Fund application.

The Parks Committee presented a draft resolution which would affirm the Board’s support of efforts to apply for conservation grants.  Attorney Hazelbaker approved the draft resolution with one change.  Supervisor Grove made the motion to approve the resolution as amended by legal counsel, seconded by Supervisor Gullickson.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a project application for the Dane County Youth Conservation Crew.

Dan Hopfensperger explained that crews of 6-8 youth are available for various projects for $100 per week.  The crews could be used in the Town parks to plant trees or clean up the parks.  Supervisor Grove made a motion to approve the application, second by Supervisor Gullickson.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a CSM Land Division by Raymond and Diane Schmitt, Sec. 1.

The Planning Commission voted to approve this CSM Land Division with the condition that there be a recorded deed restriction prohibiting additional splits of the parcels.

Supervisor Grove made a motion to approve the CSM Land Division with the following 2 conditions:

1. A recorded deed restriction prohibiting additional splits of the parcels.

2. A deed notification for the purchasers of the new lots 1 and 2 that the surrounding area is farmland.

Supervisor Gullickson seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a preliminary plat for Norway Road Estates, Sec. 18, Fred and Lois Porter owners, William Paulson developer.

The Planning Commission approved the preliminary plat subject to a list of conditions presented by Attorney Hazelbaker.  

After much discussion, Supervisor Grove made a motion to approve the preliminary plat subject to the presented conditions and with the following suggestions by the Town Board:

· As part of the developer’s agreement, the developer shall talk with the property owner and other Sherwood Forest residents about the possibility of providing walking access to Norway Road Estates through Lot #4 of Sherwood Forest.

· The developer would agree to cooperate with a study of storm water and traffic patterns throughout the development area.

· The developer will construct the connection of Craig Lane to Town specifications.

· The plat will be amended to ensure that Lot 19 does not have any access to Vinburn Road.

The motion was seconded by Supervisor Gullickson, motion carried.

Review and consider a Class B beer and liquor license application for Roxanne Rothenberger.

Ms. Rothenberger has plans to purchase Country Crossroads bar in June 2003.  She is making an application at this time to ensure that she will be able to obtain a Town Liquor License upon purchase.  A background check of Ms. Rothenberger showed no criminal record.

Supervisor Grove made the motion to approve the application.  Motion seconded by Supervisor Gullickson.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a request from Duffy Brothers, Inc. to allow up to 15-ton vehicles on Twin Lane Road.

Duffy Brothers have requested permission to exceed the weight limit on Twin Lane Road except during the spring thaw.  The Town would have the right to rescind the agreement at a later time if necessary.

Supervisor Grove moved to approve the request, seconded by Supervisor Gullickson.  Motion carried.

Staff reports:

Highway – Randy Scott reported that the Highway staff have been busy with the recent late season snowstorm.

Recycling – The recycling center is now on summer hours and is open from 4-8 pm Monday nights as well as on Saturday morning.

Sandy Klister read the Treasurer’s report.

Supervisor Grove made a motion to audit and pay bills.  Seconded by Supervisor Gullickson.  Motion carried.

Supervisor Grove made the motion to adjourn, second by Supervisor Gullickson.  Meeting ended at 9:17 p.m.
