Town Board Meeting

February 3, 2003

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.  

Sandy Klister read the minutes of the January 6, 2003 meeting.  Supervisor Grove moved to approve the minutes as read.  Second by Supervisor Gullickson, motion carried.

Public comment:  None

Review and consider approval of the final plat of Scottish Highlands, Second Addition, by William Paulson.

The Bristol Planning Commission unanimously approved this plat at its January 27, 2003 meeting contingent upon the developer presenting a satisfactory development agreement and payment of park fees.

Motion by Supervisor Grove to approve the final plat of Scottish Highlands, Second Addition with the conditions noted by the Planning Commission and with the condition that the Town Attorney review and approve a covenant stating that the owners of lots 71 and 72 have responsibility for maintaining the detention area with an easement for the Town.  Supervisor Gullickson seconded – motion carried unanimously.

Review and consider a Conditional Use Permit for Betty Jacobson, 2308 CTH V, to allow 2 semi-tractors and 2 semi-trailers on the property.

Due to an error in posting this item, Supervisor Grove made a motion to postpone until next meeting.  Seconded by Supervisor Gullickson, motion carried.

Review and consider a rezone request from A-1 to RH-1 by Donna Dunkel, 2444 Happy Valley Road.

The Planning Commission approved this request at its January 27, 2003 meeting, conditioned on a recorded deed restriction prohibiting livestock on this parcel.

Ms. Dunkel objected to the deed restriction stating that it would diminish the value of the property.

Supervisor Grove made a motion to approve the rezone request conditioned on a recorded deed restriction limiting livestock on the property to no more than 2 horses.  Second by Supervisor Gullickson.  Motion carried.

Discussion of concerns over financial documentation and record keeping under the former Bristol Town Clerk.

Attorney Hazelbaker explained that Mr. Livingston’s attorney provided a letter with additional information on these issues.  This information has been shared with the Town’s auditors (Johnson, Block & Co), for further analysis based on the results of the 2001 audit.

Supervisor Grove made a motion to postpone discussion until more information is available.  Seconded by Supervisor Gullickson.  Motion carried unanimously.

Review and consider a Conditional Use Permit to allow mineral extraction at the site of the Paulman Farm, Sec. 5.

Steve Knaus made a presentation outlining his plans for mineral extraction at the Paulman Farm site.  A document of 25 conditions to be attached to this CUP was discussed.

Supervisor Grove made a motion to approve the C.U.P. with the attached 25 conditions.  Motion seconded by Supervisor Gullickson.  Motion carried unanimously.

Staff/committee reports

Randy Scott gave a report on the highway department activities.

Treasurer’s Report

Sandy Klister read the treasurer’s report.

Supervisor Grove moved to audit and pay bills presented.  Seconded by Supervisor Gullickson.  Motion carried.

Supervisor Gullickson moved to adjourn, seconded by Supervisor Grove.  Meeting ended at 8:42 p.m.
