Town Board Meeting

July 14, 2003

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisor Grove, Supervisor Dulin.  Absent: none.

Those present recited the Pledge of Allegiance to our Flag.

Sandy Klister read the minutes of the June 2, 2003 meeting.  Supervisor Grove made a motion to approve the minutes as read, second by Supervisor Dulin.  Motion carried.

Public comment:

Town resident Robert Weier brought information regarding his garden shed.  Mr. Weier obtained a building permit from Dane County before constructing his shed.  However, after construction was completed he was told there was an error when issuing the permit and the shed is too close to the lot line.  He now needs a variance to be in compliance.  He is asking the Town for a letter of support that he can use when applying for the variance.

Chairman Derr offered to put this item on the August meeting agenda for further discussion and action.

Deputy Linda Hilgers from the Dane County Sheriff’s Department attended the meeting and reminded everyone to lock vehicle doors since there continues to be a problem of vehicle break-ins in the subdivision areas.

Review and consider an appointment to the Library Board.

Kay Ringelstetter served as the Town of Bristol representative to the Sun Prairie Library Board.  Her term expired in May 2003.  Rebecca Renk has expressed interest in filling the vacant position.  Supervisor Grove made a motion to recommend Rebecca Renk to the Library Board as the Town of Bristol representative.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a preliminary plat for Winfield Estates, Kallende Addition, Sec. 18 by William Paulson.

Mr. Paulson presented his plan for an addition to Winfield Estates adding 35 lots on 37 acres. The Town Planning Commission approved this preliminary plat with conditions at the June 23, 2003 meeting.

After much discussion, Supervisor Dulin made a motion to approve the preliminary plat of Winfield Estates, Kallende Addition with the list of conditions recommended by legal counsel, and with the added condition that no access to Lorabud Lane from the east be allowed without Town Board approval.  Supervisor Grove seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a proposal to seal coat the Town Hall parking lot.

The Board reviewed a proposal from Fahrner Asphalt Sealers to seal coat the Town Hall parking lot.  Supervisor Grove made the motion to approve the bid for spray on seal coat for $1752.00, and a repair of the area by the salt shed for $280.00.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a contract with the Dane County Highway Department to repair Happy Valley Road.

Dane County Highway has given the Town an estimate of $53,300.00 to put an overlay and shouldering on Happy Valley Road from County Road N to North Bird Street.  The Town would be eligible for a $15,000.00 rebate in T.R.I.P. funds for this project.

Supervisor Grove made a motion to accept the proposal from Dane County Highway for repairs to Happy Valley Road from CTH N to N. Bird Street.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Open and consider sealed bids for a storage building at the Town Hall.

Two sealed bids were submitted:

1. Daggett Construction bid $47,995.00 for a 40” x 75’ steel frame building.

2. Morton Buildings bid $29,855.00 for a 42’ x 60’ x 14’ high wood frame building.

No action could be taken since the Special Town Meeting of Electors postponed this issue.  Supervisor Dulin made a motion to postpone action on the bids.  Seconded by Supervisor Grove, motion carried.

Review and consider Ordinance Amendment No. 3, amending Chapter 10 of the Dane County Code of Ordinances Regarding Contracting Businesses in the LC-1 District.

LC-1 Districts are used mainly for small contractors.  Ordinance Amendment 3 would allow storage of more than 12 pieces of construction equipment/vehicles on LC-1 properties.

Supervisor Grove moved to deny Ordinance Amendment 3 of Chapter 10, seconded by Supervisor Dulin.  Motion carried.

Review and consider Ordinance Amendment No. 4 amending Chapter 10 of the Dane County Code of Ordinances Regarding Contracting Businesses in the LC-1 District.

Under LC-1, only one contractor is permitted to use a particular building.  This amendment would allow for multiple contractors to use the same building.

Supervisor Grove made a motion to deny Ordinance Amendment 4 of Chapter 10.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report:

Sandy Klister read the Treasurer’s Report.

Committtee/Staff reports:

Parks:  Dan Hopfensperger reported that the shelter at Sunset Meadow Park is nearing completion.  Grading is being done in the Scottish Highlands park and the Parks Committee will be organizing a neighborhood meeting with residents around the Brooks Ridge green space.

Randy Scott gave the roads report.

Supervisor Grove made a motion to audit and pay bills.  Seconded by Supervisor Dulin – motion carried.

Supervisor Grove made a motion to adjourn.  Second by Supervisor Dulin.  Meeting ended at 8:15 p.m.  Minutes by Sandy Klister.
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
