Town Board Meeting

June 2, 2003

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisor Grove and Supervisor Dulin.  Absent: none

Those present recited the Pledge of Allegiance to our flag.

The Clerk read the minutes of the previous meeting.  Supervisor Grove made a motion to approve the minutes as written, second by Supervisor Dulin.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a second extra payment on the Town Hall note.

The Town paid an extra $100,000 on the Town Hall note in March of 2003.  This money came from the proceeds of the sale of the old Town Hall.  After the 2001 audit, the Town’s financial auditors suggested that we reduce our general fund balance.   Making a second extra payment on the Town Hall note would accomplish this as well as save a substantial amount of interest over the term of the note.

Supervisor Dulin made a motion to make a second extra payment of $100,000.00. Seconded by Supervisor Grove.  Motion carried.

Review and consider changing the Town Board meeting time to 6:30 p.m. on a permanent basis.

Supervisor Dulin made a motion to change the Town Board meetings from 7:30 p.m. to 6:30 p.m. on a permanent basis.  Second by Supervisor Grove, motion carried.

Open sealed bids and consider contract for 2003 seal coating on town roads.

Four bids were received for seal coating in 2003.
