Town Board Meeting

March 3, 2003

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. 

Sandy Klister read the minutes of the previous meeting.  Supervisor Grove moved to approve the minutes as read.  Seconded by Supervisor Gullickson.  Motion carried.

Public Comment:
Mr. Kueffer questioned why the former clerk, Bill Livingston, is being investigated.  Kay Ringelstetter explained that the 2001 audit found that many of the Town’s financial documents are missing and that there are other irregularities which need to be investigated.

Review and consider increasing employee compensation for Town employees.

Chairman Derr made the following recommendations related to employee compensation:

Sandy Klister – Office Manager currently paid $35,000/year proposed increase to $38,000 effective at 6 month anniversary date (December 24, 2002).

Randy Scott – Highway Worker currently at $17.50/hour proposed increase to $18.50/hour effective at 6 month anniversary date (March 16, 2003).

Lonn Hendrickson – Highway Worker currently paid $16.50/hour proposed increase to $17.50/hour effective at 6 month anniversary date (April 21, 2003).

Vernon and Marie Bedner – Part –time recycling attendants, currently paid $10.00/hour proposed increase to $10.50/hour effective January 1, 2003.

Bob Faber – part-time snowplowing and maintenance.  Currently paid $10.20/hour proposed increase to $12.00/hour effective January 1, 2003.

Vernon Bedner – part-time snowplowing, currently paid $10.20/hour, proposed increase to $12.00/hour effective January 1, 2003.

Supervisor Grove made a motion to approve the pay increases as recommended by Chairman Derr.  Supervisor Grove seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider an amended rezone petition from A-1 to A-2 and a Conditional Use Permit for Betty Jacobson, 2308 CTH V, to allow two semi-tractors and 2 semi-trailers on the property.

The Bristol Planning Commission unanimously approved the rezone request and C.U.P. at the February 24, 2003 meeting.

Supervisor Grove made a motion to approve this rezone request from A-1 to A-2 and to approve the Conditional Use Permit.  Supervisor Gullickson seconded. Motion carried without further discussion.

Review and consider a variance request by Crystal Heins, 7666 CTH N, Sun Prairie, to accommodate improvements to an existing structure.

Discussion over planned addition to Ms. Heins’ home and to the non-conforming use of the lot.  The issue is scheduled to be heard by the County Board of Adjustment on March 26. 

Supervisor Grove made a motion to approve the variance request, seconded by Supervisor Gullickson.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a preliminary plat for Norway Road Estates, Sec. 18, Fred and Lois Porter, owners, William Paulson, developer.

The Planning Commission postponed this item until the next meeting to give legal counsel time to draft conditions for the plat. Supervisor Grove made a motion to postpone, seconded by Supervisor Gullickson.  Motion carried.

Discussion regarding application for Dane County Conservation Fund Grant.

Chris James from the Dane County Parks Dept. had given a presentation at an earlier board meeting regarding the preservation efforts for the Patrick Marsh Area.  Dan Hopfensperger of the Bristol Parks Committee is now requesting the board’s permission for the Parks Committee to follow-up on this issue, attend meetings regarding Patrick Marsh and to identify possibilities for involvement by the Town of Bristol.  The Parks Committee is not asking for a commitment of funds at this time.

Supervisor Grove made a motion to allow the Parks Committee to follow up on this issue and to investigate the possibility of a Conservation Grant.  Supervisor Gullickson seconded, motion carried.

Committee/Staff Reports

Highway – Randy Scott reported that Highway staff have been busy cutting brush, and will begin road repairs as the weather permits.

Recycling – Vern Bedner reported that the recycling center is serving between 275 – 310 cars each Saturday.  Approximately 27 cars came to the recycling center between 7:30 and 8:00 a.m. since we have been opening earlier.

Parks – Dan Hopfensperger has been ordering the park equipment approved at the January Town Board meeting.  He also reported that the ice rink has been very popular this year and that the cold weather helped to keep the ice in good condition.  Town residents have donated items for the rink and have helped in plowing.

Sandy Klister read the Treasurer’s report.

Audit and pay bills.

Supervisor Grove moved to audit and pay bills.  Seconded by Supervisor Gullickson, motion carried.

Supervisor Grove moved to adjourn, second by Supervisor Gullickson.  Meeting ended at 8:58 p.m.
