Town of Bristol

Regular Town Board Meeting

May 5, 2003

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 7:35 p.m.

Those attending recited the Pledge of Allegiance to our flag.

Sandy Klister read the minutes of the April 7, 2003 meeting.  Supervisor Grove made a motion to approve the minutes as read.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Public comment:

Monica Riege, 3069 Vinburn Road, came to the meeting to explain that she owns property next to Craig Lane, and that a lot of junk has been dumped on her property.  She and her husband are willing to clean it up but don’t want to be charged for disposing of it at the recycling center.  Chairman Derr said that the Town will not charge her for disposal but asked that she take only one load of junk at a time so that the compactor does not get filled up before other residents can use it.

Presentation on Sun Prairie EMS

Mary Polenske of the Sun Prairie EMS made a presentation regarding EMS service in the Town of Bristol.

Review and consider Planning Commission Appointments

Town of Bristol ordinance provides for one Town Board member to be on the Planning Commission.  Since the April 1 election, two members of the Town Board are on the Planning Commission.  Chairman Derr appointed Supervisor Dulin as the Town Board member of the Planning Commission for a two-year term.  Supervisor Grove will serve on the Parks Committee.

Planning Commission Vice-Chair, Helen Malzacher, has resigned due to health concerns.  This leaves two vacant positions on the Planning Commission.  To fill these vacancies Chairman Derr recommended appointing Len Ringelstetter and Duane Gau to three-year terms.

Supervisor Grove made a motion to appoint Len Ringelstetter and Duane Gau to three-year terms on the Bristol Planning Commission. Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a preliminary plat for Angel Acres, Sec. 30 by Richard and Karen Klemp.

The Planning Commission had rejected this preliminary plat at its April 28, 2003 meeting based on the potential for adverse impacts on neighboring properties.

The Klemps attorney, Alan Kim explained that at this time the Klemps are interested in withdrawing the request for the preliminary plat while they work out storm water management issues with their neighbors.

Chairman Derr added that they need to address the cul-de-sac as well.

Supervisor Dulin made a motion to accept the Klemps withdrawal of the Angel Acres preliminary plat.  Supervisor Grove seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider approval of a re-zone petition by Betty Jacobson, 2308 CTH V, as amended by Dane County.

The Jacobson’s were originally requesting a re-zone from A-1 to C-2 to accommodate semi-tractors and trailers on the property.  This request was later amended from C-2 to A-2. The Town of Bristol Planning Commission and Town Board approved a rezone from A-1 to A-2 with a Conditional Use Permit allowing 2 semi-tractors and 2 semi-trailers on the property.

Dane County has now formally amended the petition to A-2 with a Conditional Use Permit.  Supervisor Dulin moved to approve the rezone to A-2 with a Conditional Use Permit as amended by Dane County.  Second by Supervisor Grove, motion carried.

Designate Town of Bristol financial depositories.

The Town currently uses the Bank of Sun Prairie and the State Trust Fund to hold its financial accounts.  Supervisor Grove made the motion to continue to use the Bank of Sun Prairie and the State Trust Fund as its financial depositories.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a contract for crack filling services.

Crack Filling Services Corp. provided a quote for $10,000 for crack filling on town roads.  Supervisor Grove made a motion to approve the quote, seconded by Supervisor Dulin.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a 45-mph speed limit for Egre Road.

Residents have expressed concern over increasing amounts of traffic and speeding on Egre Road.  Egre Road currently has a 55-mph speed limit. 

There are now two subdivisions with entrances onto Egre Road as well as numerous private driveways.  The Town has authority to reduce the speed limit to 45 mph without State approval.

Supervisor Grove made a motion to post the entire length of Egre Road at 45 mph.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Discuss need for speed limit and weight limit ordinances in the Town of Bristol.

Supervisor Grove made a motion to direct the Town Attorney to draft speed limit and weight limit ordinances for further discussion by the Town Board. Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Discuss need for open burning ordinance in Town subdivisions.

Supervisor Grove made a motion to direct the Town Attorney to investigate the types of open burning ordinances in other towns and draft an open burning ordinance for discussion.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Committee/staff reports

Highway: Randy reported that the trash has been picked up along Town roads.

Recycling: Vern asked for money to buy some flowers and bark to decorate the recycling center.

Parks:
Dan Hopfensperger said that the Parks Committee is ready to begin working on the Fox Hill Park Shelter.  The Town has been approved for a youth conservation crew but the cost has increased to $150.00 for the week.  The Town is to provide the tools.

Sandy Klister read the Treasurer’s Report.

Supervisor Grove moved to audit and pay bills, second by Supervisor Dulin. Motion carried.

Supervisor Grove moved to adjourn, second by Supervisor Dulin.  Meeting ended at 9:04 p.m.
