Regular Board Meeting

October 13, 2003

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Dulin. Absent: none.

Those present recited the Pledge of Allegiance to our flag.

Sandy Klister read the minutes of the September 8, 2003 meeting.  Supervisor Grove made a motion to approve the minutes as written, second by Supervisor Dulin.  Motion carried.

Public comment: none

Public Hearing on proposed parking ordinance on Van Ryen Court, Sec. 11.

Chairman Derr called the public hearing to order at 6:35 p.m.  Mr. and Mrs. Jesberger, residents on Van Ryen Court, explained that the no parking signs are needed to prevent people from parking on their lawn.  No other public comment was presented.

Chairman Derr adjourned the public hearing at 6:40.

Review and consider a parking ordinance on Van Ryen Court.

Supervisor Grove made a motion to approve the no parking ordinance as drafted by the Town Attorney.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried unanimously.

Public hearing on proposed Town of Bristol Speed Limit Ordinance.

Chairman Derr called the public hearing to order at 6:43 p.m.  Len Ringelstetter pointed out an error in the draft speed limit ordinance – Egre Road should be listed as 45 mph.  There was no other public comment.

Chairman Derr adjourned the public hearing at 6:47.

Review and consider a Town of Bristol Speed Limit Ordince.

Supervisor Dulin made a motion to approve the speed limit ordinance as corrected. Supervisor Grove seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a revised CSM for a land division by Russell Quamme, Vinburn Road, Sec. 17.

Mr. Quamme had presented his original CSM to the Planning Commission in June (prior to the moratorium).  At that time he was requesting 2 splits.  The Planning Commission voted to approve one land split under the condition that Mr. Quamme revise his CSM. The revision is for one land division.

Supervisor Grove made the motion to approve the revised CSM.  Second by Supervisor Dulin, motion carried.

Review and consider bids for construction of a well at Starcrest Trail Park.

Dan Hopfesperger of the Parks Committee presented 3 bids for the construction of a well at the ice rink in Starcrest Trail Park.  The Parks Committee is asking for $12,000 for well drilling, pump and related materials.  The project will be completed this fall.

Supervisor Grove moved to approve up to $12,000.00 for well construction at Starcrest Trail Park.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

The Parks Committee will also be working on the parking problem around the ice rink.

Review and consider a bid for crack filling services.

The Town received a bid for $10,000.00 for final crack filling this year.  Supervisor Grove made a motion to approve the bid for $10,000.00 from Crack Filling Services, Inc.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider bids for a curb at the Town Hall parking lot.

The Town received two estimates for construction of a curb on the south side of the parking lot.  Storm water has eroded the lawn on that side of the building making it difficult to mow.

After much discussion, Supervisor Dulin moved to postpone this issue until after Town staff have tried filling and reseeding the area next spring to remedy the problem.  Supervisor Grove seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a resolution to decrease the number of poll workers to 3 for the November 4, 2003 Columbus School Referendum election.

The Town has only 125 voting-age residents in the Columbus School District.  Three poll workers will be more than adequate to run the referendum election.

Supervisor Grove moved to approve reducing the number of election workers to 3 for this election, seconded by Supervisor Dulin.  Motion carried.

Review and consider ordinance amendment #5 amending Chapter 10 of the Dane County Code of Ordinances, regarding accessory buildings in the A-1 district.

Ordinance amendment 5 would limit a property to one outbuilding if there is no residence on the parcel.  Supervisor Dulin moved to reject ordinance amendment #5, second by Supervisor Grove.  Motion carried.

Committee/staff reports.

Roads:  Staff continue final mowing for the year.

Recycling:  Vern installed “Thanks for Slowing Down” signs – says this has helped.  He has also rerouted cars to the front of the burning pile to prevent people from throwing non-burnable junk into the pile.

Clerk:  Web site update – the basic site construction is almost done and we will soon be able to start entering our own data.

Colonial Club:  Russ Weisensel reported that the Colonial Club is fund raising at this time.

Sandy Klister read the Treasurer’s report.

Supervisor Grove moved to audit and pay bills, second by Supervisor Dulin.  Motion carried.

Supervisor Dulin moved to adjourn, second by Supervisor Grove.  Meeting ended at 7:45 p.m.
