Regular Board Meeting

September 8, 2003

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present were Chairman Derr, Supervisor Grove and Supervisor Dulin.  Absent: none.

Those present recited the Pledge of Allegiance to our flag.

Sandy Klister read the minutes from the August 11, 2003 meeting.  Supervisor Grove made a motion to approve the minutes as written.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Public comment:  Grant Gullickson stated that the culvert on Norway Road has collapsed.  Chairman Derr said that he and Dane County Highway staff had looked at the culvert and felt that it was filled with silt.  The Gullicksons are having the ditch cleaned and will notify the Chairman when the dirt has been moved away from the culvert edges so he can look at it again.

Review and consider purchase of a six-foot mower attachment and disposal of the current mower attachment.

Midstate Equipment provided an estimate of $1900.00 for a new mower attachment for the small tractor.  This equipment is needed for small mowing and trimming jobs.  The current mower attachment is obsolete and has no salvage value.

Supervisor Grove moved to accept the bid of $1900.00 from Midstate Equipment and to dispose of the current mower attachment.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried unanimously.

Review and consider directing the Town Clerk to develop a Town of Bristol website through the Wisconsin Dept. of Electronic Government (DEG).

The Town has received a quote from DEG for development of a website.  The startup price is $100.00, with a $50.00 monthly charge for web hosting, security and technical support.  The Clerk will have the ability to update the site from the Town Hall.

Supervisor Dulin moved to direct the Clerk to develop and implement the website.  Supervisor Grove seconded, motion carried unanimously.

Consider action on a fence encroaching in the Town right-of-way by Jerome Jesberger, 7657 Van Ryen Court, Sec. 11.

Mr. Jesberger’s fence is in the Town right-of-way.  The Town was notified of this through several complaints from neighbors.  The fence must be moved back or taken down, as it is a liability issue for the Town.

Mr. and Mrs. Jesberger said that they constructed the fence because neighbors and customers of Weber Tires continually parked on their lawn and caused damage to their property.  They offered to remove the fence on the condition that the Town install “No Parking” signs in front of their property.

Chairman Derr explained that the Town Board cannot act on the request for signs without having posted it as an agenda item.  The Town Board could discuss this at the October Board meeting. He offered to ask Town Legal Counsel if the Board could delay the deadline for removing the fence until after the October Board meeting.

Supervisor Grove made a motion to require the Jesbergers to remove the fence from the Town right-of-way within the time frame prescribed by legal counsel.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried unanimously.

Review and consider speed limits for Town roads per recommendation from Dane County Highway.

The Board reviewed recommended speed limits from Dane County Highway Department.  All subdivision roads would be posted at 25 mph, and other selected roads at 45 mph.

Steve Breunig requested that the Board consider reducing the speed limit on Elder Lane to 45 mph.

Supervisor Grove made a motion to approve the list of recommended speed limits from Dane County Highway.  Seconded by Supervisor Dulin, motion carried.

Committee/Staff reports:

Parks:  The Parks Committee is currently working on bids for a well at the Starcrest Trail Park.

Misc: Chairman Derr introduced a request for the Town to vacate a part of Welford Way in the Winfield Estates subdivision.  Two public notices and a public hearing will be required for this item.

Russ Weisensel reported on the Colonial Club activities.

Treasurers Report:

Sandy Klister read the Treasurer’s report.

Supervisor Grove moved to audit and pay bills.  Second by Supervisor Dulin, motion carried.

Supervisor Dulin moved to adjourn.  Second by Supervisor Grove.  Meeting ended at 7:42 p.m.
