Town Board Meeting

November 3, 2003

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Present: Derr, Dulin, Grove.  Absent: none.

Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Sandy Klister read the minutes of 3 meetings held in October.

1. October 13, 2003 - regular board meeting.  Supervisor Grove moved to approve as written, second by Supervisor Dulin.  Motion carried.

2. October 20, 2003  - Special Meeting to Vacate and Discontinue a portion of Welford Place.  Supervisor Dulin moved to approve as written, second by Supervisor Grove.  Motion carried.

3. October 21, 2003 - 2004 Budget Work Meeting.  Supervisor Grove moved to approve as written, second by Supervisor Dulin, motion carried.

Public comment:  Mr. and Mrs. Jerome Jesberger spoke about continuing damage to their front lawn even though No Parking signs have been installed.

Final disposition on the withdrawal of a conditional use permit request for a religious use/place of worship by Steve Cottrell and Arlen Earl.

Mr. Cottrell submitted a statement withdrawing the application since plans have changed. Supervisor Grove made a motion to accept the withdrawal thereby denying the conditional use permit.  Second made by Supervisor Dulin.  Motion carried unanimously.

Review a request to accept a town road from the North Bristol Sportsman Club.

Representatives from the Sportsman Club were present to ask that the Town accept the road leading to the Club.  They explained that the road is also used by a private residence and that the school bus travels the road to pick up students.  They have recently done work on the road to bring it to Town specifications.

Chairman Derr explained that the Town must print 3 notices and schedule a public hearing at least 40 days after introduction of the request before the Town Board can make a decision.  Supervisor Grove made a motion to begin the process by introducing the request.  Seconded by Supervisor Dulin.  Motion carried.

Committee/staff reports:

· Randy Scott gave the road report.

· The Clerk reported that the Web Site is on schedule to be available by the end of December.

· Chairman Derr introduced a Request for Discontinuance of a Public Way by Dennis Laufenberg.  Mr. Laufenberg wishes to discontinue Laufenberg Road. Supervisor Dulin made a motion to accept the request, Supervisor Grove seconded.  Notice will be published and a public hearing scheduled in January.

Sandy Klister read the Treasurer’s Report.

Supervisor Grove moved to audit and pay bills.  Seconded by Supervisor Dulin.  Motion carried.

Supervisor Grove moved to adjourn, second by Supervisor Dulin.  Meeting ended at 6:25 p.m. Minutes by Sandy Klister.
