Town of Bristol

Town Board Meeting

December 8, 2003

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:35 p.m.  Present: Derr, Dulin, Grove. Absent: none.

Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Sandy Klister read the minutes from the November 3, 2003 and the November 17, 2003 meetings.  Supervisor Grove made a motion to approve both as written.  Second by Supervisor Dulin, motion carried.

Public comment:

Mr. and Mrs. Jerome Jesberger said that the “No Parking” signs in front of their home are not deterring people from parking on their lawn. They have put light-weight reflectors along the grass between the signs and asked permission to replace them with more permanent markers.  Chairman Derr explained that this would be no different than the fence that used to be there and cannot be done.

Randy Scott asked if the Town will be adopting a street parking ordinance for the winter months.  Chairman Derr said that we have asked people to park off-street in the newsletter and will see how this works.

Review and consider a CSM to adjust a lot line by Jean and Frank Bousquet, 1716 Tam O’Shanter Trail, Sec. 12.

Mr. and Mrs. Bousquet own two adjacent lots.  They currently live on one but are building a new home on the adjoining lot.  Moving the lot line will allow them to bring their dog kennel onto their new homesite.  The Planning Commission unanimously approved this request at the December 1, 2003 meeting.

Supervisor Dulin made a motion to approve the CSM.  Supervisor Grove seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a request for a variance to accommodate a home addition by Kenneth and Susan Wulf, 1785 CTH V, Sec. 12.

Mr.and Mrs. Wulf had a variance from Dane County which has expired.  They are now finishing construction and need a current permit.  The Bristol Planning Commission approved the request at the December 1, 2003 meeting.

Supervisor Grove made a motion to approve the request.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider plans to bring an outbuilding into compliance with Dane County Zoning by Michael Kesselhon, 7234 Norway Road, Sec. 18.

The Planning Commission postponed action on this item pending information from Dane County.  Supervisor Grove made a motion to postpone this item until the Planning Commission acts.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider approval of the final plat of Winfield Estates, Kallende Addition, Sec. 18 by William Paulson.

The Planning Commission approved the final plat of Winfield Estates, Kallende Addition with the following conditions:

1. The outlot in Winfield Estates to be available to residents of the Kallende Addition also.

2. Resolve the issue concerning the difference between the actual boundary line and the occupancy line on the east side of the subdivision to the Town Attorney’s satisfaction.  This is to be done before the final plat is signed.

3. The Town is to be provided culvert sizes for all lots.

4. Developer’s agreement to address location of vegetation and screening in order to protect the Town’s interests.

5. The conditions outlined by the Town Attorney during the preliminary plat (July 2003) are incorporated into the final plat.

Mr. Paulson explained that he plans two phases for the Kallende Addition and will begin when there are only a few lots left in the first Winfield Estates.

Supervisor Grove made a motion to approve the final plat of Winfield Estates, Kallende Addition, with the conditions outlined by the Plan Commission.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a CSM land division at Bristol Equestrian Estates and a rezone request on Lot 2 of the proposed CSM from A-1 to R-3, Sec. 20 by Steve Knaus.

The Planning Commission postponed action on both items pending more information.  

Supervisor Dulin made a motion to postpone until Planning Commission acts.  Seconded by Supervisor Grove, motion carried.

Review and adopt the Town of Bristol 2004 budget.

Supervisor Grove moved to adopt the 2004 Town budget as approved at the electors meeting.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider 2003 budget adjustments.

To balance 2003 expenditures with the budget, Treasurer Sandy Klister proposed making the following adjustments to the 2003 budget:

Health and Human Services (Cemetery Exp.)

Increase from 0 to $3000

Culture and Recreation (Parks Exp.)



Increase from 0 to $8000

Public Works (General Exp.)




Decrease $11,000 to $89,300

Planning & Development (Land Use Planning Exp.)

Increase $11,000 to $21,000

General Government (Town Board Exp.)


Decrease $6000 to $20,100

General Government (Legal Exp.)



Decrease $5000 to $15,000

Supervisor Grove made a motion to approve the budget amendments as presented.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.  

Review and consider an Ordinance Assuming Responsibility of Treasurer.

Supervisor Grove made a motion to approve the Ordinance Assuming Responsibility of Treasurer for tax collection purposes.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider an agreement with the Town of Burke for additional police services to be provided by the Dane County Sheriff’s Department.

The Town has budgeted $25,000 in the 2004 budget for additional police services.  The Town of Burke administers the contract with the Dane County Sheriff’s Department, and we will pay them monthly for approximately 40 hours per month of additional police services.

Supervisor Dulin moved to approve the agreement for police services with the Town of Burke.  Supervisor Grove seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a contract with Johnson Block & Co. for auditing services.

Johnson Block & Co. has provided an estimate of $5600 for auditing services in 2004.  Supervisor Dulin made a motion to approve the contract, second by Supervisor Grove.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a contract with Gardiner Appraisal Services for a revaluation of forestland, wasteland and undeveloped land in the Town of Bristol in 2004.

New State law requires that forestland, wasteland and undeveloped land be revalued in 2004.  Gardiner Appraisals provided an estimate of $1100 for this service.  Supervisor Grove moved to approve, seconded by Supervisor Dulin.  Motion carried.

Review and consider an agreement with Bristol Lutheran Church regarding use of the Church parking area for those using the Star Crest Trail Park.

The Bristol Lutheran Church has agreed to allow residents using the Star Crest Trail Park to park in the rear church lot.  In exchange, the Town will do minor maintenance on that area of the parking lot.

Supervisor Grove moved to approve the agreement between Bristol Lutheran Church and the Town.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider Dane County Ordinance Amendment #22 regarding residences in the exclusive agricultural zoning area.

Ordinance amendment #22 would allow single family homes to be built by someone with a “substantial” income from farming without the necessity of a rezone.  However, the language is unclear and could make all those homes that currently exist in those areas non-conforming.  Legal counsel recommends denying the amendment.

Supervisor Dulin moved to recommend denying Ordinance amendment #22. Supervisor Grove seconded, motion carried.

Committee/staff reports:

Supervisor Grove gave a report on the Parks Committee.

Sandy Klister read the Treasurer’s report and noted that 2003 property tax bills would be out by December 12.

Chairman Derr introduced a request by Wayne Hermanson for vacation of an easement on his property on Tartan Trail.  Three notices will be published on this issue and a public hearing scheduled in February.

Supervisor Grove moved to audit and pay bills.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Supervisor Grove moved to adjourn, second by Supervisor Dulin, meeting ended at 8:05 p.m. Minutes by Sandy Klister.
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
