Town Board Meeting

April 5, 2004

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present:  Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Dulin.  Absent: none.

Pledge of Allegiance.

Sandy Klister read the minutes of the March 9, 2004 meeting.  Supervisor Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to approve the minutes as read. Motion carried.

Public comment:

Dennis Laufenberg said the detention pond in Winfield Estates is full of water and doesn’t appear to be working properly.  

Grant Gullickson asked about the culvert on Norway Road which is filled with silt and not draining.  Chairman Derr said the Town Board would look at it during the spring road inspection.

Review and consider a Conditional Use Permit application for mineral extraction by Wolf Paving & Excavating, Sec. 34.

Wolf Paving had a CUP for this location which expired in January 2004.  They plan to keep operating as they have been, and estimate the lifespan of the site at 8-10 years.  They have submitted a site reclamation plan as required by the County.

The Bristol Plan Commission unanimously approved the CUP after the reclamation plan had been revised to provide for retaining walls built at a 3:1 slope.

Supervisor Dulin moved, Grove seconded, to approve the CUP with the revised reclamation plan.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a request for variance for a livestock barn and a house front porch by Fred and Lois Porter, Sec. 18.

Mrs. Porter explained that the house porch was repaired and new siding put on the livestock shed.  Neither structure is any closer to the road than it was originally and that both structures have been in the same location for many years.

Supervisor Grove moved to recommend approval of the variance request.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a request for Parks Development Funds for improvements to the Brooks Ridge Park.

The Parks Committee is requesting $10,000 from the Parks Development account for the following park improvements:

· Play Equipment

· Volleyball Court

· Initial Grading of parkland for walking paths.

Supervisor Grove moved, Dulin seconded to approve up to $10,000 in park funds for improvements to the Brooks Ridge Park.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a CSM to split one lot off of 21.5 acres by Robert and Elaine Seltzner, Sec. 23.

Mr. and Mrs. Seltzner wish to split the house and outbuildings on the property into a separate parcel for their son.  The Plan Commission recommended approval of the concept and advised Mr. Seltzner to obtain a CSM and appear before the Town Board.

Chairman Derr explained that there are two problems with this request.  First, the Town is still under a Land Division Moratorium and second, the current Land Division Ordinance does not allow a CSM split on less than a 35 acre parcel.  The Town Attorney recommended postponing this request until the Land Use Plan revision is completed.

Supervisor Grove moved to postpone.  Second by Supervisor Dulin.  Motion carried.

Review and consider an application for a Class B Beer and Liquor License upon surrender of an existing town Class B license, by Gerald Wood.

Mr. Wood plans to purchase the Country Crossroads property.  Since no Class B Liquor licenses are currently available, the current owner would need to surrender her license before one could be issued to Mr. Wood.

A criminal background check shows that Mr. Wood has no felony convictions.

Supervisor Dulin moved to approve the applicant’s request for a Class B license upon surrender of an existing license.  Supervisor Grove seconded, motion carried.  Fees will be prorated and will be determined at the time of issuance.

Review and consider bids for crack filling services.

The Town received one bid by Crack Filling Services for 10,000 pounds of material @ $1/lb.  The Town will be charged only for the amount actually used.

Supervisor Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to approve the bid from Crack Filling Services.  Motion carried.

Review and consider bids for seal coating for 2004.

The Town received 3 bids for road seal coating this year.

Supervisor Grove moved, Dulin seconded to audit and pay bills.  Motion carried.
