Town Board Meeting

February 9, 2004

Chairman Derr called the special meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.  Present: Derr, Dulin, Grove.  Absent: none.

Supervisor Grove made a motion to go to closed session per Wis. Stats. 19.85 (c) employment.  Supervisor Dulin seconded.  Roll call vote:  Chairman Derr, aye, Supervisor Grove, aye, Supervisor Dulin, aye.  Move to closed session.

Supervisor Grove moved to recess the closed session and move to open session with the intent to return to closed session at the conclusion of the regular board meeting agenda.  Supervisor Dulin seconded.  Roll call vote:  Chairman Derr, aye, Supervisor Grove, aye, Supervisor Dulin, aye.

Public hearing on a proposed easement vacation and restriction modification on portions of lots 60, 61 and 62 Scottish Highlands, First Addition (Sec. 30) by Wayne Hermanson.

Chairman Derr called the public hearing to order at 6:22 p.m.

Mr. Hermanson explained that the easement on his lot was originally required to leave room for the road to go through.  We now know that the road will not go through that lot and the easement is interfering with placement of his home.

There was no other public comment.  Public hearing closed at 6:28 p.m.

Public hearing on a request for the Town to assume a private roadway by the North Bristol Sportsman Club, Sec. 13.

Chairman Derr called the public hearing to order at 6:28 p.m.

Representatives of the Club explained that they feel the Town should assume responsibility of this road since there is a residence on it and school bus traffic.  It is no longer a single purpose road.

There was no other public comment.  Public hearing closed at 6:49 p.m.

Regular monthly Board Meeting agenda.

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:50 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Sandy Klister read the minutes of the January 12, 2004 Regular Board Meeting and the January 26, 2004 Special Town Board Meeting.  Supervisor Grove made a motion to approve as written.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Public comment:

John Selje of Rural Insurance presented an insurance proposal to the Town Board.

Review and consider an easement vacation and restriction modification on portions of lots 60, 61 and 62 Scottish Highlands, First Addition, (Sec. 30) by Wayne Hermanson.

Supervisor Grove made a motion to approve the easement vacation and restriction modification as requested.  Second by Supervisor Dulin, motion carried unanimously.

Review and consider a request for the Town to assume a private roadway by the North Bristol Sportsman Club, Sec. 13.

After discussion, the Board identified some concerns regarding this request.  

· More information is needed as to the specifications used to build the road.

· A portion of the road is in the Town right of way.

· The Club has a shed which would be too close to the road.

Supervisor Grove moved to postpone this issue to allow for a site visit and resolution of the concerns listed.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a Parks Committee appointment.

Mark Jurovic is stepping down from the Parks Committee.  Pat Anhalt, a resident of Scottish Highlands, is interested in taking his place.  Supervisor Dulin made a motion to appoint Pat Anhalt to the Parks Committee.  Supervisor Grove seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider reducing speed limits on Mile Road, Stone Quarry Road and Elder Lane.

Supervisor Dulin made a motion to add the following roads to the Town Speed Limit Ordinance:

· Mile Road – 45 mph

· Stone Quarry Road – 45 mph

· Elder Lane – 45 mph from Hwy VV southwest to Vinburn Road

Supervisor Grove seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider Town employee wages, salaries and per diems.

Supervisor Grove moved to postpone this item.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Committee/staff reports:

Parks: Dan Hopfensperger reported that the Parks Committee met with neighborhood residents in Scottish Highlands and Brooks Estates regarding development of the neighborhood park.  Approximately 18-20 residents attended.  They discussed possible walking trails and play equipment.  The Star Crest Trail ice rink has been used extensively this winter.

Treasurer’s Report:

Sandy Klister read the Treasurer’s report and discussed plans to refinance the note on the Town Hall.  The current loan is at 5.5% interest, but the Town qualifies for a 2.75% interest rate through the Bank of Sun Prairie.  

Supervisor Grove moved to audit and pay bills.  Second by Supervisor Dulin.  Motion carried.

Supervisor Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to return from recess back to the special meeting closed session.  Roll call vote:  Chairman Derr, aye, Supervisor Grove, aye, Supervisor Dulin, aye.

Returned to closed session at 8:25 p.m.

Supervisor Dulin moved, Grove seconded, to return to open session. Roll call vote: Chairman Derr, aye, Supervisor Dulin, aye, Supervisor Grove, aye.

Supervisor Grove moved to adjourn the special meeting.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.  Special meeting ended at 9:55 p.m.

Supervisor Grove moved to return to the regular Town Board meeting agenda item #9.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Supervisor Grove moved, Dulin seconded to adjust employee wages, salaries and per diems as follows and to implement yearly performance reviews in January of each year:

· Randy Scott – 1% raise retroactive to January 1, 2004

· Lonn Hendrickson – 2% raise retroactive to January 1, 2004

· Vern and Marie Bedner – 2% raise retroactive to January 1, 2004

· Sandy Klister - $2000/year raise retroactive to January 1, 2004, Additional $3000/year increase upon completion of the Treasurer’s Institute Certification in July 2004, and addition to the quarterly payment in lieu of retirement pay program currently in place.

· Part – time snowplowing wage to increase to $12.50/hour.

· Chief election inspector wage to increase to $11.00/hour.

Motion carried.

Supervisor Grove moved, Dulin seconded to adjourn.  Meeting ended at 9:58 p.m.
