Planning Commission Meeting

May 3, 2004

Chairman Richard Renk called the meeting to order at 6:05 p.m.  Present: Renk, Dulin, Faber, Gau, Ringelstetter, Robertson, Schwerdtfeger.  Absent: none

Tom Robertson moved, Dulin seconded to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as written.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a revised subdivision proposal for Angel Acres, Sec. 30, by Rick and Karen Klemp.

The Klemps asked to withdraw this item from the agenda.

Discuss current status of erosion control plan in the Winfield Estates subdivision as requested at the Annual Town Meeting.

Cory Kvalo spoke about the water problems resulting from the pumping of the retention pond in Winfield Estates.  He wants to know why the pumping was done and on whose authority it was done.  He is also asking for something in writing from the County to verify that the pond is working properly.

Chairman Renk explained that the Planning Commission’s area of concern is with the structure of the detention pond and whether it is working as designed.  Engineers may have to get involved.  Who did the pumping and why is an issue for the Town Board.

Gau made a motion that the Town contact Dane County Land Conservation and ask them to review the erosion control plan and inspect the pond to determine if the system is working as designed.  Schwerdtfeger seconded, motion carried.

Public comment:

Elizabeth Eaton feels that the opening of Club Bristol will cast a stigma on the Town and will be detrimental to future planning efforts in the Town.

Schwerdtfeger moved to adjourn.  Dulin seconded, meeting ended at 6:40 p.m.
