Town Board Meeting

May 10, 2004

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. Present: Derr, Grove, Dulin.  Absent: none.

Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Sandy Klister read the minutes of the previous meeting. Supervisor Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to approve the minutes as read.

Since Attorney Hazelbaker needed to leave early, Supervisor Grove made a motion to amend the agenda, moving items 9 –11 to the beginning of the meeting.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Item #9 Public hearing on an ordinance to regulate Adult Entertainment Taverns in the Town of Bristol.

Chairman Derr called the public hearing to order at 6:38 p.m.  Attorney Hazelbaker explained the draft ordinance which allows the Town to license Adult Entertainment Taverns and answered questions from the audience.

Public hearing closed at 7:20 p.m.

Item #10 Review and consider an ordinance to regulate Adult Entertainment Taverns in the Town of Bristol.

Supervisor Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to adopt the Adult Entertainment Tavern Ordinance.  Motion carried.

Item #11 Public hearing on an Ordinance Related to Controlling Undesirable Activities in the Vicinity of Licensed Taverns.

Chairman Derr called the public hearing to order at 7:25 p.m.  Attorney Hazelbaker explained the proposed ordinance and answered questions.  It would allow Sheriff’s deputies to write citations based on undesirable behaviors around any tavern in the Town.

Public hearing closed at 7:43 p.m.

Item #12 Review and consider an Ordinance Related to Controlling Undesirable Activities in the Vicinity of Licensed Taverns.

Supervisor Dulin moved to adopt the Ordinance with the following changes suggested during the public hearing: 1) in line 16, change 2000’ to 1320’ and 2) in line 27 add the words “designated as no parking by the Town Board”.  Supervisor Grove seconded, motion carried.

Public comment:

Cory Kvalo again asked who authorized the pumping of the detention pond in Winfield Estates.  Karen Kvalo asked that the Town Board assist them with this problem.

Richard Renk suggested a meeting between the Kvalos, Bill Paulson, Dane County Land Conservation and the Town Board to resolve this issue.

Approval of list of roads for seal coating and crack filling in 2004.

Supervisor Grove moved, Dulin seconded to approve the attached list of roads for seal coating and crack filling in 2004.  Motion carried.

Review and consider acceptance of a road from the North Bristol Sportsman Club, Sec. 13, and if approved review and consider proposed name for the road.

The road has been constructed to Town standards and the right of way has been cleaned up.  However, the target house may still need to be moved.  Russ Weisensel wants to clarify that he won’t have any out of pocket costs associated with this issue.

Supervisor Grove moved to accept the road conditioned upon a letter of approval by the adjoining property owner (Russ Weisensel).  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

The Club has requested that the road be named Sportsman Drive.  Supervisor Dulin moved, Grove seconded, to accept Sportsman Drive as the road name.  Motion carried.

Chairman Derr added that the road will now need proper signage the cost of which will be billed back to the Club.

Review and consider a request to discontinue a right of way located at the northwesterly edge of the plat of Norway Road Estates, Sec. 19, by William Paulson.

The right of way has never been used as a road and was originally put in to provide access to two land locked parcels.  The development of Sherwood Forest alleviated this problem.

Supervisor Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to approve the discontinuance.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a request for parks development funds for the Scottish Highlands/Brooks Estates parkland.

The Parks Committee is requesting $15,000 for play equipment and other improvements to the Scottish Highlands/Brooks Estates parkland.  Supervisor Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to approve $15,000 for park improvements to the Scottish Highlands/Brooks Estate park. Motion carried.

Committee/staff reports:

Sandy Klister read the Treasurer’s report.

Supervisor Grove moved to audit and pay bills.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Supervisor Dulin moved, Grove seconded, to adjourn.  Meeting ended at 8:35 p.m.
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
