Town Board Meeting

March 9, 2004
Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:40 p.m.  Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Dulin.  Absent: none.

Pledge of Allegiance.

Sandy Klister read the minutes of the February 9, 2004 meeting.  Supervisor Grove moved, Dulin seconded to approve the minutes as read.  Motion carried.

Public comment:

Russ Weisensel provided information confirming that he has road right of way all along the road leading to the North Bristol Sportsman Club.  He said he will work with the Club in their effort to have the Town assume the roadway.

Deputy Linda Hilgers presented information on National Night Out which she wants to hold in Bristol this year.  It is a family activity with food, games for the kids and information on neighborhood watch programs and drug and violence prevention.  The Fire Department will attend with their equipment also.  The date this year is Tuesday, August 3, 2004.  Chairman Derr offered the Town Hall and grounds for this event.

Gerald Briggs requested that draft unapproved meeting minutes be posted on the Town website.  He also stated that he objects to the fact that the editing of the draft Land Use Plan documents is being done without public comment.  

Grant Gullickson asked about the status of the culvert on Norway Road.  He said it isn’t draining well.  Chairman Derr will look at it.

Review and consider a request for an exception to the Land Division Moratorium to split two lots off 94 acres on Twin Lane Road, Sec. 24 by Chris Frame-Heiman.

Ms. Frame-Heiman explained that she needs to sell some of her father’s property to pay for his continued care in an assisted living facility.  She has court permission to make the sale.  She feels that by selling two lots she can pay his expenses for 3-4 years.

The Planning Commission approved the request for exception to the Moratorium and approved one lot split at this time.  Supervisor Dulin moved to approve the exception to the Moratorium and to allow one lot split.  Supervisor Grove seconded, motion carried.

Public Hearing on the proposed Ordinance for Regulation of Weight Limits for Vehicles on Town of Bristol roads.

Chairman Derr called the public hearing to order at 7:20 p.m.  He explained the proposed ordinance.

There was no other public comment.  Public hearing closed at 7:28 p.m.

Review and consider an Ordinance for Regulation of Weight Limits for Vehicles on Town of Bristol roads.

Supervisor Dulin moved, Grove seconded, to approve the proposed Vehicle Weight Limit Ordinance.  Motion carried.

Public Hearing on an Ordinance Related to Public Improvements in the Town of Bristol.

Chairman Derr called the public hearing to order at 7:28 p.m.  He explained that Town Attorney Hazelbaker prepared a draft public improvements ordinance.  However, he suggested postponing this issue since many of the issues in the draft are items that will be determined during the Land Use Plan revision.

Supervisor Grove made a motion to postpone this issue until the Land Use Plan revision is completed.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider quotes for Town insurance.

Premium quotes from Rural insurance were compared to current Town carriers, LGIP and Community Insurance Corp. (CIC).

Supervisor Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to remain with current carriers (LGIP and CIC).  Motion carried.

Review and consider a settlement in the Gullickson case.

The draft settlement from Attorney Hazelbaker was reviewed.  There were questions related to the facts in the settlement.  Supervisor Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to postpone this item to allow time to consult Attorney Hazelbaker.  Motion carried.

Introduction of a request to discontinue a right-of-way located at the northwesterly edge of the Plat of Norway Road Estates, Sec. 19, by William Paulson.

Supervisor Grove moved, Dulin seconded to accept the request for discontinuance.  Motion carried.  The request will be published three times and a public hearing held.

Review and consider refinancing the Town Hall note.

The Bank of Sun Prairie has offered to refinance the remaining $246,000 on the Town Hall note at 2.75% interest for four years.  This is a reduction from the current interest rate of 5.5% and will save approximately $22,000 in interest and have the Town Hall paid off in four years.

Supervisor Grove moved to refinance the Town Hall note with the Bank of Sun Prairie.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Committee/staff reports:

Randy Scott gave the road report.

Supervisor Grove gave an update on the Parks Committee.

Treasurer’s report:

Sandy Klister read the Treasurer’s report.

Audit and pay bills:

Supervisor Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to audit and pay bills. Motion carried.

Supervisor Dulin moved to adjourn, second by Supervisor Grove.  Meeting ended at 8:10 p.m.
