Planning Commission

February 23, 2004

Vice-Chairman Tom Robertson called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present: Dulin, Faber, Gau, Ringelstetter, Robertson.  Absent: Renk, Schwerdtfeger.

Dulin made a motion to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as written. Second by Gau, motion carried.

Public comment: none

Review and consider a request for a Conditional Use Permit for mineral extraction by Wolf Paving & Excavating, Sec. 34.

Wolf Paving’s CUP for mineral extraction expired at the end of January 2004.  They are requesting another 10-year CUP which they anticipate will be the maximum life expectancy of the site.  There are no plans to change the way the site is operated.

Upon examination of the reclamation plan presented by Wolf, Duane Gau had reservations about the approximately 12 foot face walls to be left after the site is closed, citing aesthetic and safety concerns.  Gau moved to postpone a decision on the CUP until Wolf Paving revises the reclamation plan to lower the face walls.  Bob Faber seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a request for an exception to the Land Division Moratorium to split two lots off 94 acres on Twin Lane Road, Sec. 24, by Chris Frame-Heiman.

Ms. Frame-Heiman explained that she is legal guardian of her father and that he has been in an assisted living arrangement for over 25 years.  He is running out of money and she has permission from the court to sell land to pay for his continuing care.  By selling two lots she can pay for his care for 3-4 years.

Gau moved, Dulin seconded, to allow an exception to the moratorium as allowed under Article 2, section 2(e) citing personal hardship.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Plan Commission discussed the proposed two lots and had concerns since only one lot can be split by CSM under the current Town Land Division Ordinance, and since Section 24 is not in the area being considered for residential development.  Gau moved to allow one split at this time.  Faber seconded, motion carried.

Gau moved for reconsideration and withdrew the original motion.  Faber seconded.  Motion carried.  Faber then moved to allow one split with the condition that if a future split is allowed, the two lots share one driveway.  Dulin seconded, motion carried.

 Review and consider a request for an exception to the Land Division Moratorium to split one lot off a parcel on Branch Road, Sec. 23, by Mark Mauersberger.

Mr. Mauersberger explained that he had acquired this parcel at a Sheriff’s auction to assist a friend and the other party has subsequently backed out of the original agreement to again occupy the property and make the payments on it.  Mr. Mauersberger has a potential buyer who  cannot afford the whole parcel but wants to buy the section labeled “lot 3” on the CSM.  He is asking for an exception to the moratorium based on Article 2 section 2 (c) which allows exceptions based on the owner being denied “all economic use of the land.”  Gau made a motion to consider an exception to the Land Division Moratorium.  There was no second.  Motion died for lack of second.

Review and consider a revised subdivision proposal for Angel Acres, Sec. 30 by Rick Klemp.

Dan Birrenkott explained the new proposal which calls for five total lots.  Four of the lots would be created by one CSM and the fifth lot by a separate CSM.  There would not be a public roadway involved in this plan.  The property owners would have responsibility for maintaining a private driveway/roadway.

John Belken explained that this new plan reduces storm water discharge to only 1/10 of the previous plan.

After much discussion, Plan Commissioners identified several areas of concern:

1. This plan would need to be platted.  A CSM cannot be used to create more than one lot.

2. Lot 1 would require a joint driveway agreement since the resident would need to travel on lot 2’s driveway.

3. How would the Town respond to problems with the private roadway (i.e. lack of maintenance, vehicles blocking the roadway)?

4. There are flag lots created in the proposed configuration which the Town has discouraged in the past.

5. There is a utility easement running through proposed CSM lot 1.

6. On the final plat of Scottish Highlands, there is a notation that there will be no driveway access to Scotland Parkway.  Two of the lots are shown accessing Scotland Parkway.

7. The Klemps need to show that they have ownership of lot 70, Scottish Highlands.

Gau moved to postpone this issue until the Klemps have settled the lawsuit with William Paulson and ownership of lot 70 is determined. Ringelstetter seconded, motion carried.

Open discussion on the Comprehensive Land Use Plan.

The Planning Commission and Town Board resumed discussing and editing the draft Goals, Objectives, Policies and Recommendations unit prepared by Gary Peterson.

Gau moved to adjourn, second by Faber.  Meeting ended at 9:30 p.m.
