June 21, 2004

Chairman Richard Renk called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.   Present: Renk, Gau, Schwerdtfeger, Dulin, Ringelstetter, Robertson, Faber.  Absent:  none.

Review and consider the annual growth rate to be used for the Town of Bristol Comprehensive Land Use Plan revision.

Chairman Renk reviewed a handout listing growth percentages and the number of new residents each would add.  The growth rate had been voted on as 3% annually.  Any changes need to be done by amending the previous motion.

Tom Robertson moved to amend the annual growth rate from 3% to 2%.  Bob Faber seconded.  Roll call vote:

Review and consider the areas of Town to be included in the development area in the revised Land Use Plan.

At the May 3, 2004 meeting, the development area was determined to be: all the land in the development zone in the current plan as current development area and Section 20 west of Hwy N (except the northern most 53 acres in Section 20 west of N) as long term development area (to be used in 10 or more years).

Duane Gau moved to amend the previous motion to include Shady Lane and the area across from the old town hall in the current development area.  Owen Schwerdtfeger seconded.   Roll call vote:

Review and consider a policy regarding the acreage required for CSM land divisions in the revised Land Use Plan.

After much discussion, it was decided to send this issue to legal counsel for an opinion.

Policies on page B-10 of the draft plan were discussed.

Gau moved to approve the policy requiring dwelling setbacks from the flood fringe of either 3 feet in elevation or 250 feet in distance whichever is the least as measured from the normal building setback.  Faber seconded.  Motion carried on a voice vote.

Schwerdtfeger moved to amend the policy requiring non-growth area land divisions to include “deed restrictions” prohibiting additional splits to “deed notifications” prohibiting additional splits.  

Faber seconded, motion carried on a voice vote.

Ringelstetter moved to approve policy permitting an owner of 80 or more acres in the non-growth are to group 1.5 acre or less land divisions at one per 40 acres.  Robertson seconded, motion carried on a voice vote.

Discuss and recommend a date, time and place for public hearing on draft Land Use Plan revision.

The Town Board must hold the official public hearing on the Plan.  However, the Plan Commission can hold a public hearing of its own prior to adopting a resolution sending the Plan to the Town Board.

Date for Plan Commission Public hearing is Monday, August 9, 2004 at 6:30 p.m. at the Town Hall.
