Planning Commission Meeting

March 22, 2004

Vice-Chairman Robertson called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present: Gau, Dulin, Faber, Robertson, Ringelstetter.  Absent:  Renk, Schwerdtfeger.

Ringelstetter moved, Faber seconded, to approve the minutes of the February 23, 2004 meeting as written. Motion carried.

Public comment:

Dan Duren spoke about his plan to build a home on a 50-acre parcel on Muller Road.  He has been working with the DNR since the land contains wetlands and flood plains.  He asked for feedback from the Plan Commissioners regarding building on this site.

Review and consider a Conditional Use Permit (CUP) for mineral extraction by Wolf Paving and Excavating, Sec. 34.

Since this item had previously been postponed, Gau moved, Faber seconded to reconsider.  Motion carried.

Wolf Paving presented a revised reclamation plan as previously requested by the Plan Commission.  The new plan shows a three to one slope on the retaining walls.  

Ringelstetter moved to approve the CUP with the new reclamation plan.  Second by Faber.  Motion carried unanimously.

Review and consider requests for variance for a livestock barn and a front porch by Fred and Lois Porter, Sec. 18.

The Porter’s were cited by Dane County for replacing a front porch and for remodeling a livestock shed without a variance.  The variance is needed because the buildings are too close to the road and are therefore non-conforming structures.

Mrs. Porter explained that the porch was replaced because it was in disrepair, and that neither the porch nor the livestock shed are any closer to the road now than before repairs.

Gau moved, Dulin seconded to recommend approval of the variance requests to Dane County.  Motion carried unanimously.

Review and consider a concept plan to split a two-acre parcel off of 21.5 acres by Robert an Elaine Seltzner, Sec. 23.

Discussion over the applicability of the Land Division Moratorium was held.  Ringelstetter explained that since the area to be split off already contains buildings and wouldn’t create any buildable lots, he feels the moratorium doesn’t apply in this case.

Ringelstetter moved to approve the concept plan and send the issue directly to the Town Board when the Seltzner’s have a CSM of the property with the understanding that the Town will recognize a variance if needed road right-of-way puts the lot into non-conforming status.  Faber seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a preliminary plat to add to the Sacred Heart Cemetery, Sec. 33 by Sacred Heart Parish.

Gau raised a concern over Note #3 on the preliminary plat which states that wetlands, if present, have not been delineated.  He moved to postpone the issue until clarification from the surveyor can be obtained.  Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Open discussion and work on the draft Land Use Plan documents.

The Planning Commission and Town Board have finished editing the documents and have sent them to Gary Peterson for revision.  No further work will be done until Gary returns the revised documents.

Dulin moved, Gau seconded to adjourn.  Meeting ended at 7:32 p.m.
