Planning Commission Meeting

May 24, 2004

Chairman Richard Renk called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present: Renk, Dulin, Gau, Faber, Ringlestetter, Schwerdtfeger  Absent: Robertson.

Gau moved to approve the minutes of the regular monthly meeting of the Plan Commission on May 3, 2004.  Schwertfeger seconded, motion carried.

Public comment:

Cory Kvalo said that the detention pond in Winfield Estates is full again and did not drain down within 48 hours.  Dennis Laufenberg said he had watched it all month and it never dried all the way out.

Jeremy Balousek, engineer from Dane County Land Conservation, was in attendance at the meeting.  He explained that he had checked the pond and that it appeared to be functioning properly.

Anne Tremaine expressed concern about West Nile Virus due to standing water in the ponds.  She also feels that the developers are not responsive to Town residents’ concerns.

Chairman Renk said the prudent thing to do is to watch the pond though the summer months and monitor how it works before making a decision.

Chairman Renk expressed his discomfort over procedures used at the last Land Use Plan Revision meeting on May 17, 2004.  He consulted Roberts Rules of Order and found that both motions made and voted on were invalid.  Gau questioned whether posting of May 3 meeting was adequate for the items voted on.  Item postponed to allow Clerk to retrieve posting of May 3 meeting.

Review and consider an application for a Conditional Use Permit (CUP) for the Second Addition to Sacred Hearts Cemetery, Sec. 33 by Sacred Hearts Parish.

Surveyor Dan Birrenkott confirmed that the cemetery site does not contain any wetlands.  Ringlestetter moved, Schwerdtfeger seconded, to approve the CUP.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a CSM land division on Twin Lane Road, Sec. 24, by Chris Frame-Heiman.

The Plan Commission and Town Board have already approved an exception to the land division moratorium for Ms. Frame-Heiman since the sale of land will be used to pay for her father’s assisted living care.  She confirmed that if she is allowed another future split of this property, the two lots will share one driveway.

Ringlestetter moved to approve the CSM land division.  Faber seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a preliminary plat dividing an 11-acre parcel into two lots, Sec. 23, by Paul Dyrdahl.

Jeremy Balousek explained that before he can build on this property, Mr. Dyrdahl will need a County permit to remove fill which has been placed near the flood fringe on this property.  He will also need a shore land zoning permit which requires an engineering statement that fill will not affect the shore land.  

Ringelstetter stated that the heavy rains over the past week have brought the water level on this parcel up to the road. 

Chairman Renk questioned whether a plat in this location could be approved under our current land division/subdivision ordinance since it is not located in the development area.  Gau moved to postpone this item to obtain a legal opinion on this question.  Faber seconded, motion carried.

Return to item #2.

Discussion on actions taken at meetings on May 3 and May 17, 2004.  Due to concerns over posting and procedures, Gau moved to not approve the minutes of the two meetings rendering the proceedings void.  Ringelstetter seconded, motion carried.

Open discussion on Land Use Plan Revision.

Meeting adjourned at 7:55 p.m.
