Town Board Meeting

January 12, 2004

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Dulin.  Absent: none.

Those present recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Sandy Klister read the minutes of the December 8 and December 15, 2003 meetings.  Supervisor Grove made the motion to approve as written.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a rezone request from R-2 to R-4 for a multi-family residence at 7653 Van Ryen Court, Sec. 11 by Leon Weber.

The rezone is necessary to bring this three unit building into compliance with Dane County Zoning Ordinance. Per Mr. Weber, the building has been divided into 3 units for over 35 years. He has applied with the County also and is scheduled for hearing on March 24, 2004.  Surveyor Dan Birrenkott needs to re-write the legal description of the property.  He will give a copy to the Town.

Supervisor Grove moved to approve the rezone request to R-4.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Public hearing on proposed discontinuance of Laufenberg Road.

Chairman Derr called the public hearing to order at 6:42 p.m.  Mr. Dennis Laufenberg explained that he wishes to discontinue the road because he is concerned that his buildings are too close to a roadway which may cause problems in the future.  There was no other comment.

Public hearing closed at 6:45 p.m.

Review and consider a request by Dennis Laufenberg for discontinuance of a public way known as Laufenberg Road.

Supervisor Grove made a motion to approve the request for discontinuance of Laufenberg Road.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider an ordinance adopting the State of Wisconsin Uniform Traffic Code.

Adoption of this ordinance is necessary for the Dane County Sheriff’s Department to write traffic citations into the Northeast Community Court.  Supervisor Dulin made the motion to approve the ordinance adopting the State Uniform Traffic Code.  Supervisor Grove seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a resolution calling for the creation of an independent water quality planning agency to serve Dane County.

This independent water quality planning agency will be the replacement for the Regional Planning Commission (RPC) which will expire later this year.  It will deal with urban service sewer expansion and related issues.

Supervisor Dulin made the motion to approve the resolution, second by Supervisor Grove.  Motion carried.

Committee/Staff reports:

Recycling:
Vern reported that he put up some additional lights at the recycling center.  He asked for more snowplowing around the containers and suggested that the Town consider charging a fee for disposal of sofas and other large objects.

Roads:

Randy Scott gave the road report.

Parks:

There was vandalism at the Star Crest Trail ice rink.  Someone threw salt on the ice.  

Sandy Klister read the Treasurer’s report.

Supervisor Grove made the motion to audit and pay bills.  Second by Supervisor Dulin, motion carried.
