Town Board Meeting

July 6, 2004

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Dulin.  Absent:  none.

Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Sandy Klister read the minutes of the June 7, 2004 Liquor License Renewal Hearing and the June 7 and 21, 2004 Town Board meetings.  Supervisor Grove moved to approve as written.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Public Comment: 

Gerald Wood reported that surveillance cameras at Club Bristol helped Dane County Sheriff’s Deputies to apprehend a reckless driver at the corner of highways V and N.

Review and consider a resolution adopting a Public Participation Plan for the revision to the Town Comprehensive Land Use Plan.

The Public Participation Plan provided by Planner Gary Peterson was reviewed.  Supervisor Dulin moved to adopt the Public Participation Plan by resolution.  Supervisor Grove seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a proposal by Dane County Highway for replacement of culverts on Russet Road and Hwy V and Wilburn Road and Hwy V.

Dane County Highway estimates the cost for replacement of the Russet Road-Hwy V culvert at approximately $2000 and the Wilburn Road-Hwy V culvert approximately $4000.  If the Town replaces the culverts yet this year, we will still be eligible for the 50% cost sharing with the County.  Due to a change in policy these projects won’t be eligible for cost sharing in 2005.

Supervisor Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to accept the proposal from Dane County Highway and to replace the culverts this year.

Discussion on the water retention system in Winfield Estates per request of Karen Kvalo and family, Sec. 18.

Karen Kvalo explained that she met with Bill Paulson and reached a settlement on this issue.  She thanked the Board for their attention to this matter.

Update on Brooks Ridge and Brooks Estates/Scottish Highlands Parks development.

The new play equipment is scheduled to be delivered on July 14.  The Parks Committee is still discussing the placement of the equipment in the parks.  Installation of the equipment will be done by neighborhood volunteers.

Sandy Klister read the Treasurer’s report.

Supervisor Grove moved to audit and pay bills.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Supervisor Dulin moved to adjourn, second by Supervisor Grove.  Meeting ended at 7:05 p.m.
