Town Board Meeting 

June 21, 2004

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:03 p.m.  Present:  Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Dulin.

Review and consider an application for a Class B Liquor and Beer license upon surrender of an existing license by Phillip Hollis.

Phillip Hollis is purchasing Patches Tavern from his father, Rowan Hollis.  He has filed an application and paid fees for a Class B license.  A criminal background check showed no felony convictions.  However, we are still waiting for information from Mr. Hollis’ attorney that the purchase is complete and that he is the owner of Patches.

There was discussion regarding a liquor law violation at Patches on 7/29/03.  Phillip Hollis was bartending at the time.  Mr. Hollis explained the situation and assured the Board that this type of incident will not happen again.  Chairman Derr said that any future infractions could result in a loss of the liquor license.

Supervisor Dulin moved, Grove seconded, to approve the Class B license upon surrender of the existing license by Rowan Hollis.  Motion carried.
