Town Board Meeting

August 2, 2004

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Dulin.  Absent: none.

Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Sandy Klister read the minutes of the July 6, 2004 meeting.  Supervisor Grove moved to approve the minutes as written.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Public Comment:

Jean Bauer, Hwy N, raised several concerns regarding Club Bristol and Gerk’s Tavern.  They included:

· Large increase in traffic on highways N and V.

· Speeding.

· Loud vehicles/motorcycles.

· Litter on yards near the bars.

· Loud noise of glass breaking as beer bottles are emptied into dumpsters at night.

· Intoxicated patrons crossing the road between the bars.

· Possibility that number of patrons in the establishments are exceeding fire codes.

· Concern about doors on private rooms in Club Bristol which are, by ordinance, not to have doors on them. 

Deputy Kelly Rehwoldt was in attendance and asked questions regarding the times and locations that the loud vehicles and speeding are a particular problem.  He will follow up with other deputies patrolling the area to watch for these things.  He also explained that he has been called to Club Bristol on several occasions for loud noise, but that upon investigation these calls were unfounded.  He also said that management at Club Bristol has been very cooperative with police.

Club Bristol owner, Jerry Wood, was also in attendance and said that the Club will discontinue dumping glass in the evenings.  They will save bottles and dispose of them all in the morning.  Deputy Rehwoldt will ask Gerk’s to do the same.

Discussion followed regarding the possibility of adding street lighting at the corner of N and V.  Chairman Derr will check with Alliant Energy and Dane County regarding the requirements for installing lighting.  Jean Bauer will talk with neighbors and get signatures supporting the street lighting to the Town Board.

Review and consider a resolution calling for amendment of the Wisconsin Towns Association (WTA) By-Laws.

Consideration of this issue is too late for the WTA meeting.  However, the Town can still submit the resolution for future consideration.  Supervisor Dulin moved to adopt the resolution calling for amendment of the WTA by-laws.  Supervisor Grove seconded, motion carried.

Review and discuss preliminary draft of the Bristol Employee Handbook.

The draft handbook was reviewed and areas needing policy clarification noted.  Chairman Derr will have legal counsel review the draft as well.  

Treasurer’s Report

Sandy Klister read the Treasurer’s report.

Supervisor Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to audit and pay bills.  Motion carried.

Supervisor Dulin moved, Grove seconded, to adjourn.  Meeting ended at 8:40 p.m.
