Town Board Meeting

June 7, 2004

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Dulin.

Pledge of Allegiance and moment of silence to remember President Reagan.

Sandy Klister read the minutes of the Special Board Meeting and Regular Town Board Meeting held on May 10, 2004.  Supervisor Grove moved to approve the minutes as read.  Second by Supervisor Dulin, motion carried.

Review and consider a quote from Dane County Highway for replacement of a culvert at Norway Road and County Hwy V.

Quote for $4000 was reviewed for this work.  Supervisor Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to accept the bid of $4000 from Dane County Highway.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a CSM land division on Twin Lane Road, Sec. 24, by Chris Frame-Heiman.

The Planning Commission has recommended approving both an exception to the land division moratorium and the CSM submitted by Ms. Frame-Heiman.

Supervisor Dulin moved, Grove seconded, to approve the CSM land division creating one lot.

Motion carried.

Review and consider an application for a Conditional Use Permit (CUP) for the Second Addition to Sacred Hearts Cemetery, Sec. 33 by Sacred Hearts Parish.

Sacred Hearts Parish needs a CUP to extend their existing cemetery, part of which is in Bristol and part which is in the City of Sun Prairie.  Supervisor Grove moved to approve the CUP, Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider an application for an Adult Entertainment Tavern License by BOW-WOW Entertainment, LLC, Gerald Wood, agent.

The application for an Adult Entertainment Tavern license is to comply with an Ordinance adopted by the Town designed to regulate activities of, and around, Adult Entertainment Taverns.  Mr. Wood has completed the application and paid the required fee.

Copies of the Ordinance were distributed.  Reverend Richard Pritchard of Madison, suggested the Town take time to investigate the owners of Club Bristol and to seriously consider this issue before granting the license.

Joe Kott expressed concern over parking congestion on Highways N and V and asked whether a permit system for resident only parking on the road was possible.  Chairman Derr will check with Dane County since these are county highways.

Supervisor Dulin moved, Grove seconded, to approve the Adult Entertainment Tavern License for Club Bristol.  Motion carried.

Review and consider an application for a Class B Liquor License upon surrender of an existing license by Phillip Hollis.

Mr. Hollis was not present.  The Board has questions regarding a liquor law violation by Mr. Hollis in 2003.  Supervisor Grove moved to postpone this issue.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Committee/staff reports:

Randy Scott gave the road report.

Dan Hopfensperger gave an update on the Parks.  Park Equipment has been ordered for the Brooks Ridge and Brooks Estate/Scottish Highlands Parks.  It will be delivered in mid-July.  The sites need to be prepared and volunteers scheduled for assembly.

The Parks Committee discussed spraying for weeds in the Parks.  The consensus was that spraying is a good idea but that neighbors should be notified.  

We also need to establish a mowing schedule for the Brooks Ridge Park.

Sandy Klister read the Treasurer’s report.

Supervisor Grove moved to audit and pay bills.  Second by Supervisor Dulin, motion carried.

Supervisor Dulin moved to adjourn, second by Supervisor Grove.  Meeting ended at 7:50 p.m.
