Supervisor Dulin moved to increase the hourly wage for the recycling attendants from $10.71/hour to $11.00/hour effective January 1, 2005.  Supervisor Grove seconded, motion carried.

Supervisor Grove moved, Dulin seconded to increase the salary of the Clerk/Treasurer by $2000.00 effective upon completion of the Wisconsin Municipal Clerk Certification and retroactive to January 1, 2005.  Motion carried.

Supervisor Grove moved to adjourn.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, meeting ended at 6:25 p.m.

Regular Town Board Meeting

November 8, 2004

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Dulin.  Absent: none.

Pledge of Allegiance.

Public comment: 

Annie Tremaine asked when the next Comprehensive Land Use Plan meeting will be held.  Chairman Derr gave an update.

Cindy Voeck asked when the issue of extending Craig Lane into Norway Road Estates will be on the agenda.  Chairman Derr said it would be addressed when the second phase of the development begins, probably in spring.

Review and discuss an application for a Class B Beer and Liquor license upon surrender of an existing license by Robin J. Olson, 3030 Bailey Road, Sun Prairie, WI.

Mr. Olson is trying to buy Patches Tavern.  He said he intends to offer alcohol and live music only – there will not be adult entertainment.  He plans to complete the purchase on November 30, 2004.

Discussion regarding parking followed.  There are safety issues when bar patrons park on both sides of Elder Lane – the Town will update its parking ordinance and post accordingly.  Mr. Olson said he is planning to use the empty lot across from the bar for parking area and discussed plans for lighting that area.

Concerns over the holding tank were expressed.  Mr. Olson said that he is aware the tank is leaking and confirmed that it will be replaced.

Chairman Derr advised Mr. Olson to file an official application for a Class B license with the Clerk so that a public hearing can be scheduled.

Discussion of safety issues related to the North Bristol Sportsmen Club, Greenway Road.

Mr. Bill Schuster, neighbor of the Sportsmen Club discussed three concerns regarding the Club:

1. Stray arrows in his field and one in his roof.

2. Shooting guns larger than 22 caliber on the 50 meter range.  This is against deed restrictions.

3. Lead reclamation on the site.

Members of the Sportsmen Club were in attendance.  They agree that Mr. Schuster has an arrow in his roof, but do not know whether it was one of their members who is responsible.  They have offered to repair the damage.  They feel that it is likely that it was an irresponsible act of vandalism by someone and are taking greater precautions to keep unauthorized persons out.  In addition, they have evaluated the placement of the archery targets and have moved some to improve safety.

The shooting of guns larger than authorized by deed restrictions was being done as part of a demonstration in gun safety classes and has been stopped.

Finally, the Club has taken steps to prepare for lead reclamation in spring.  They have the well tested regularly and have had no problems with environmental contamination.

Chairman Derr also expressed concern that the road right-of-way hasn’t been cleared as agreed by the Club when the Town agreed to take ownership of the road.  He requested a letter from the Sportsmen Club agreeing to the right-of-way clearing and to the other safety measures discussed.

Discuss options for park mowing in the Town in 2005.

Parks Committee Chairman Dan Hopfensperger explained concerns over the ability to keep the increasing number of parks mowed regularly.  The Parks Committee has discussed the following options:

1. Gather estimates from lawn services for park mowing.

2. Letters to area homeowners to see if residents would be interested in mowing provided the Town compensates them.

3. Hiring part-time staff and purchasing an extra vehicle to pull mowers to area parks.

4. Have existing staff bring mowers to a central location and have part-time staff drive the equipment to the various locations.

5. Upgrade the equipment to allow faster mowing.

Further discussion and research into these options will take place during the winter.

Review and discuss pedestrian access bridge from Sherwood Forest to Norway Road Estates Subdivision, Sec. 19.

An access path from Sherwood Forest to Norway Road Estates (NRE) is a part of the developer’s agreement for NRE.  The Town is looking to determine a timeline when this will be done.  Tom and Cindy Voeck own the property where the proposed path would be.  They have the following concerns:

1. The path should be a straight walk through.

2. A boardwalk is needed since the area is very low.

3. A culvert would be needed on the Briar Lane side.

4. The area around the path should be marked as private property.

5. Foot traffic only – no motorized vehicles should be allowed.

6. They want control over placement of the path – mature trees need to be saved.

7. There should be railings on the boardwalk.

8. It needs to be clear who is responsible for maintenance issues.

After discussion, it was decided that the Chairman will organize a meeting with the property owners, developer, parks committee chair and a DNR representative.  

Parks report on Cody Walsh Eagle Scout project.

Dan Hopfensperger reported that Cody Walsh organized scouts to clear the fence line on the west boundary of the Brooks Ridge Park.  He also assembled 4 picnic tables and 4 benches.  The benches were installed at the Brooks Ridge and Brooks Estates Parks.

Review and consider a reduced speed limit to 45 mph on Norway Road between Vinburn Road and Happy Valley Road.

The Town has received requests from area residents to reduce the speed limit on Norway Road.  Deputy Veto said he has also received complaints of speeding in that area from residents.

Supervisor Grove moved to reduce the speed limit on Norway Road to 45 mph between Vinburn road and Happy Valley Road.  Super visor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Discuss and consider rules for winter parking on Town roads.

Parking on the roads during snow events causes problems for snow plowing.  After discussion, it was decided to print notices asking people not to park on the roads which can be put on vehicles in the roads this winter.  We will also put this information in the next newsletter.

Review and consider a policy for a Township Capital Reserve and Contingency Fund for services provided by the Sun Prairie Volunteer Fire Department.

The Fire Department deposits money received from the sale of surplus town fire equipment and from reimbursements for fires on county roads into a reserve fund for future capital equipment purchases.  

Supervisor Grove moved to approve a policy for a Capital Reserve and Contingency Fund related to fire services.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a two-year contract with Gardiner Appraisal Services for property assessment.

Gardiner has proposed a two-year contract for $6800/year for assessment services.  Supervisor Dulin moved to approve the contract. Second by Supervisor Grove, motion carried.

Review and consider Ordinance Amendment 16 amending chapter 10 of the Dane County Code of Ordinances, providing for town board consideration of conditional use permits.

Dane County has statutory authority for approving conditional use permits, and corporation counsel has determined that this amendment is illegal.

Supervisor Grove moved to deny Ordinance Amendment 16.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider Ordinance Amendment 18, providing for agricultural based education and entertainment in the A-1 Exclusive Agriculture District.

The wording of this amendment causes problems with some common agricultural events such as field days and auctions.  The language needs to be redrafted.

Supervisor Grove moved to deny Ordinance Amendment 18.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was presented.

Supervisor Grove moved to audit and pay bills.  Second by Supervisor Dulin.  Motion carried.

Supervisor Dulin moved to adjourn.  Second by Supervisor Grove.  Meeting ended at 8:33 p.m.
