Town Board Meeting

October 6, 2004

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.   Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisor Grove.  Absent:  Supervisor Dulin.

Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The minutes of the September 7, 2004 meeting were read.  Supervisor Grove moved to approve as written.  Chairman Derr seconded, motion carried.

Public Comment: postponed until later in meeting.

Review and consider a rezone request from A-1 to RH-1 by Matt and Tammy Hollman, 1829 Bristol Road, Sec. 1

The Hollmans are requesting the zoning change to accommodate pet goats on their property.  The Planning Commission approve the request contingent upon a recorded deed restriction limiting them to 5 goats only.

Supervisor Grove moved to approve the request with the deed restriction.  Chairman Derr seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a request to install a second driveway at 7218 Norway Road, Sec. 18, by Bruce and Kirsten Ostein.

The Osteins are requesting the additional driveway to permit storage of their RV. 

Supervisor Grove moved, Chairman Derr seconded, to approve the request provided the driveway be deep enough to allow the RV to be pulled all the way off the road and right-of-way and that an 18” culvert with end walls be installed. The culvert must work with the existing water flow in the ditch.

Motion carried.

Review and consider an ordinance related to the use of engine (“Jake”) brakes, tire squealing and vehicle noise in the Town of Bristol.

Town legal counsel drafted this ordinance in response to complaints from residents in North Bristol.  Supervisor Grove moved to approve the ordinance and to post  “no engine braking” signs in North Bristol.  Second by Chairman Derr.  Motion carried.

Signs have been ordered through Dane County and will be installed in all 4 directions on Highways N and V.

Treasurer’s Report

Sandy Klister read the Treasurer’s report.

Supervisor Grove moved to audit and pay bills.  Chairman Derr seconded, motion carried.

Public Comment:

Parks Committee Chair Dan Hopfensperger reported that the playground equipment installation at Brooks Ridge and Brooks Estates parks is complete.  Response from residents has been favorable.  

Chairman Derr met with developer Bill Paulson who agreed to remove sod from the soccer field at the Scottish Highlands/Brooks Estates Park.  Len Ringelstetter will work up the soil for grading.  The field will be ready to use next summer.

Annie Tremaine asked why the ditch mowing doesn’t go back far enough to prevent weeds from seeding the fields.

Vern Bedner asked how to handle individuals who might want to campaign at the recycling center.  Chairman Derr suggested asking them to use the area near the gate for safety reasons.

Supervisor Grove moved to adjourn.  Chairman Derr seconded, meeting ended at 7:15 p.m.
