Liquor License Renewal Hearing

June 8, 2005

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present: Derr, Dulin, Grove, Town Attorney Hazelbaker.  Absent: none.

Verification of fees paid and application paperwork filed:

Clerk Sandy Klister reported that all applicants had filed paperwork and paid fees but that the check presented by Phillip Hollis from Patches Tavern could not be covered per Mr. Hollis’ bank.

Supervisor Dulin moved to consider the liquor license renewal for Patches separately from the other applicants.  Supervisor Grove seconded, motion carried.

Public comment on liquor license renewal applications:  none.

Supervisor Grove moved to approve the Class “A” license renewal for the Bristol Quik Mart and the Class B Combination Beer and Liquor license renewals for the following:

· Margaret Chase, Midway Bar

· Gary Gausmann, North Bristol Sportsmen Club

· David Gehrke, Gerk’s Junction

· Leon Veith, Sun Prairie Golf Course, Inc.

· BOW-WOW Entertainment LLC, Club Bristol

Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Patches Tavern:

Several issues regarding Patches were discussed.  

· NSF check used to pay license fees

· Dane County Deputies Linda Hilgers and Dale Veto did an inspection at Patches and found that Mr. Hollis had purchased retail alcoholic beverages for use at the tavern.  This is a violation of law.

· Mr. Hollis did not have invoices for beverage purchases properly filed and accessible to the deputies.

· Mr. Hollis was not truthful with the Deputies.

· Mr. Hollis has beer and liquor accounts past the required 15 and 30 day due dates.

Attorney Hazelbaker pointed out the serious nature of these violations and suggested that the Town postpone action on Mr. Hollis’ application for renewal until the end of June.  By that time Mr. Hollis is to get his invoices current and filed properly, and to bring his past due accounts current.  

Supervisor Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to postpone decision on this renewal application to later in June at a time and date to be determined.  The Dane County Deputies will be asked to do a follow-up visit to ensure that Mr. Hollis is complying with the law.  Motion carried.

Adult Entertainment Tavern License renewal:

BOW-WOW Entertainment LLC, doing business as Club Bristol has submitted the necessary paperwork and paid the fee for the Adult Entertainment Tavern License renewal.

Public comment: none.

The noise issue regarding Club Bristol was discussed.  Mr. Wood said the Club has wrapped all of the sound equipment and installed additional sound absorbing materials to help ease the situation.

Supervisor Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to approve the Adult Entertainment Tavern License renewal for Club Bristol.  Motion carried.

Dulin moved to adjourn.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.  Meeting ended at 7:50 p.m.
