Liquor License Renewal Hearing

June 30, 2005

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m.  Present:  Derr, Dulin and Town Attorney Hazelbaker.  Absent: Grove.  Deputies Hilgers and Veto were also present.

A letter was sent to Mr. Hollis after the last meeting requiring him to provide the following:

1. Verification that his beer and liquor bills are paid and are considered current.

2. Receipts showing any retail purchases of alcoholic beverages.

3. Proof that his Wisconsin Sales Tax is paid up to date.

Mr. Hollis produced receipts verifying the above information.  Attorney Hazelbaker and the Board members reviewed the information.  A follow-up visit had been done by Deputies Hilgers and Veto.  They matched invoices with stock and advised Mr. Hollis on maintaining a proper filing system.

Attorney Hazelbaker said that the information presented by Mr. Hollis shows he is eligible for renewal of his liquor license, but that he should be warned that any future incidences of violations would be cause for revocation or non-renewal.  Supervisor Dulin moved to renew the Class B Combination Beer and Liquor license for Patches Tavern.  Chairman Derr seconded, motion carried.

The Board also discussed with Mr. Hollis his responsibilities to keep the ditches around his property clear of debris and to regulate patron parking.  He was also advised that businesses are not allowed to burn trash of any kind.
