Planning Commission

April 25, 2005

Chairman Renk called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present:  Renk, Dulin, Faber, Gau, Ringelstetter, Robertson, Schwerdtfeger.  Absent: none.

Gau moved, Schwerdtfeger seconded, to approve the minutes of the March 28, 2005 meeting as written.  Motion carried.

Public comment:

Town Chairman Derr introduced newly elected Sun Prairie mayor Joe Chase and the Town’s storm water consultant Dr. Aicardo Roa who were both in attendance.

Review and consider a rezone request from A-1 to R-3A to provide zoning compliance for an existing parcel at 3033 Castleton Crossing, Sec. 18, by Duane and Carol Gau.

Duane Gau recused himself from this discussion and left the room.  This item had previously been postponed to allow time for a meeting between the property owners and the Winfield Estates Neighborhood Association for discussion on deed restrictions.

A list of deed restrictions was presented.  Ringelstetter moved to approve the rezone request conditioned upon recording of the deed restrictions presented. Robertson seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a preliminary plat for Grandview Estates (formerly called Angel Acres), Bird Street, Sec. 30 by Irv Espedal.

Irv Espedal and Randy Marten have purchased this property.  Dan Paulson is doing the survey work and Dennis Norton is the engineer.  The following items have been included in the current design:

· Both rate of water flow and volume of water flow off the property will be reduced from pre-development levels.  Trenches will be constructed around the ponds with rock beds. Approximately 95% of water will infiltrate through the trenches before reaching the ponds. The ponds are designed to dry down within hours after rain – water will not be held in the ponds.

· Water is being diverted away from adjacent properties to the north and away from the golf course via a two-detention pond system and a 2- 2½ ‘ berm with an infiltration trench on the north boundary of the property.

· The road into the subdivision will be a loop rather than a cul-de-sac.

Much discussion between the planning commissioners, applicants and adjoining property owners followed. 

The Town has contracted with Dr. Aicardo Roa as a storm water consultant.  Dr. Roa has studied this proposal and discussed his findings.  He said the plan exceeds County requirements for handling storm water run off.  He also said 15 soil borings were done and that he has taken the soil types into account with his calculations.

Gau moved to table this issue for one month.  Faber seconded.  Roll call vote:

· Dulin – no

· Faber – yes

· Robertson – no

· Ringelstetter – no

· Schwerdtfeger – no

· Gau – yes

Motion failed.

Attorney Hazelbaker reviewed his list of recommended conditions to this preliminary plat.

Robertson moved to approve the preliminary plat with the conditions presented by the Town Attorney.  Ringelstetter seconded.

Gau moved to amend the motion adding condition #20 stating that water flowing northwest off of lots 7 & 8 be diverted to the secondary detention basin.  Faber seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

Review and consider a rezone request from B-1 to C-2 and a Conditional Use Permit (CUP) to allow tavern use in a C-2 district, 7649 and 7653 County Highway N, Sec. 8, by BOW-WOW Entertainment LLC, Gerald Wood agent.

Gerald Wood said that he has an offer to purchase the property to the south of Club Bristol.  He plans to use that property for parking and storage.  

Attorney Hazelbaker explained that a rezone of the property would cause the owners to lose their non-conforming use and would prohibit adult entertainment at that location.

Mr. Wood verbally withdrew his application for a rezone and conditional use permit.

Review and consider revised draft of the Intergovernmental Boundary Agreement (text and map) between the City of Sun Prairie and the Town of Bristol.

Town Chairman Derr explained the revised map and text of the boundary agreement.

Gau moved to recommend to the Town Board to approve the text and map as presented and to finalize the Intergovernmental Agreement with the City of Sun Prairie.  Schwerdtfeger seconded, motion carried unanimously.

Discuss a schedule for future Comprehensive Land Use Plan meetings, public hearings and a work meeting to develop a checklist for Plan Commission applications.

Future meetings will be finalized after the joint meeting between the City of Sun Prairie and Town of Bristol.

Gau moved to adjourn, Dulin seconded. Meeting ended at 9:50 p.m.
