Planning Commission Meeting

August 10, 2005

Chairman Renk called the meeting to order at 6:35 p.m.  Present:  Renk, Faber, Gau, Ringelstetter, Robertson, Schwerdtfeger.  Absent: Dulin.

Schwerdtfeger moved, Gau seconded, to approve the minutes of the June 20, 2005 meeting as written.  Motion carried.

Public comment:

Dennis Laufenberg asked what will be done about the retention pond in Winfield Estates and ponds in future subdivisions.  Chairman Renk said that the Town’s engineering consultant will be looking into that issue during future subdivision approvals.

Doug Tjugum asked how mineral deposit sites will be treated in the intergovernmental agreement.  Attorney Hazelbaker said the intent is to identify existing deposits and plan for them accordingly.

Annie Tremaine expressed concern about the mineral extraction site on Mile Road.

Review changes in the draft plan incorporating the intergovernmental agreement with the City of Sun Prairie. 
Planning Consultant Gary Peterson reviewed changes to the draft plan on pages B-5, B-10 and the maps, based on the content of the intergovernmental agreement.

The following recommendations were made for changes/additions to the draft plan:

· Attorney Hazelbaker recommended adding the intergovernmental agreement to the plan as an appendix.

· Duane Gau suggested adding the resource protection area around Patrick Marsh to the land use map.

· Attorney Hazelbaker suggested adding a line denoting the area in Bristol that the City of Sun Prairie has agreed they will not annex.
Gau moved, Robertson seconded, to amend the draft land use plan with the language changes on pages B-5 and B-10, the map changes made by Gary Peterson, the addition of the intergovernmental agreement as an appendix and changes to the land use map to delineate the resource protection areas and to denote the area which the City of Sun Prairie has agreed not to annex.  Motion carried.

Determine how to proceed with the development of the Wingra quarry property under the 2% growth rate.
Schwerdtfeger moved to change the Wingra/Paulson land from long term development area to the prime growth area.  Ringelstetter seconded, motion carried.
Gau moved to discuss 2% growth rate as it pertains to 1 per 35-acre splits to the next plan commission agenda to allow more accurate posting of the item.  Ringelstetter seconded.

Attorney Hazelbaker gave his opinion that the agenda item for discussion of 1 per 35-acre splits was posted broadly enough to allow discussion as it relates to the 2% growth rate.

Gau and Ringelstetter withdrew the motion.

The draft plan calls for 24 CSM 1-35 splits over the next 20 years.  After much discussion, Gau moved to allow existing farm residences (in existence as of the date of the moratorium) to be split from the remainder of the farmland without counting as a new lot toward the 2% growth rate, provided it doesn’t create a new building site.  Faber seconded, motion carried.
Review Purchase of Development Rights (PDR) and Transfer of Development Rights (TDR) and discuss whether they can be used in our plan.
After discussion, it was decided not to add provisions for PDR or TDR to the draft plan.

Any other policy issues related to the Comprehensive Plan.

None brought up.

Robertson moved, Faber seconded, to accept the draft Comprehensive Plan with amendments from this meeting and to refer to the Town Board for public hearing and approval.

Gau, Ringelstetter – No

Faber, Robertson, Schwerdtfeger – yes

Motion carried.

Gau moved to adjourn.  Ringelstetter seconded.  Meeting ended at 9:40.
