Town of Bristol

Planning Commission Meeting

February 28, 2005

Chairman Richard Renk called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present:  Renk, Dulin, Faber, Gau, Ringelstetter, Robertson, Schwerdtfeger.  Absent: none.

Robertson moved, Faber seconded, to approve the minutes of the September 27, 2004 meeting as written.  Motion carried.

Public comment:  None

Review and consider a request for a Conditional Use Permit (CUP) to accommodate a dependency living arrangement by Robert and Debra Updike, 2178 Branch Road, Sec. 22.

Mrs. Updike’s parents need some assistance and wish to move into the Updike’s home on Branch Road.  The house will be modified to include a separate “in-law suite” with separate living quarters and a separate entrance.

Gau moved, Faber seconded, to approve the CUP on the condition that it be restricted to the current owner and the current living arrangement.  Should Mrs. Updike’s parents move out, the CUP will expire and will not transfer to any other residents.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a CSM dividing approximately 2.5 acres at the intersection of Elder Lane and County Highway VV, Section 14, and consider a rezone request for the same parcel from A-1 to C-2 to facilitate the construction of mini-warehouse storage units.

Chairman Renk explained that the current land division moratorium prevents consideration of this issue at this time.

Gau moved to postpone discussion of this issue until the comprehensive land use plan is completed and a Commercial Design Review Ordinance is in place.  Schwerdtfeger seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a concept plan to develop an 8 lot subdivision on the property known as Angel Acres, Bird Street, Sec. 30 by Irv Espedal, agent.

Mr. Espedal presented a concept plan for development of this land.  He proposes to give the area delineated as outlot 1 to Leon Veith of the Sun Prairie Golf Course.  In exchange, Mr. Veith will take responsibility for water runoff and management from the subdivsion.

Mr. Veith again expressed concern about water runoff stating that Scottish Highlands Lots 68-70 are causing a great deal of water to run onto the golf course.

David Geary, Madison, spoke in favor of this plan and asked all the parties involved to come together to get the project approved.  He said that there are many people involved who have a great stake in seeing the deal go through.

Mac McDonald, Lodi, is assisting Mr. Espedal with his plan.  He has developed parcels elsewhere and feels that the water issues can be resolved to everyone’s satisfaction to allow the project to proceed.

The Plan Commission outlined the following issues which must be resolved before this issue can be further discussed:

· Provide a detailed map outlining subdivision plans.

· Provide detailed information concerning flow of water runoff from the area.

· Provide detailed plans for water detention system in outlot one (regardless of who will be responsible for this area).

· Finalize an acceptable plan for road access to outlot one.  If a construction easement for Scottish Highlands lot 70 is needed provide that as well.

·  Provide detailed information on how water runoff from lots 1-8 will be managed.  Consider rain gardens or other effective measures of control.

Gau moved to postpone this issue to the end of the meeting to allow the parties involved to discuss these issues among themselves.  Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Consider a proposed land division by the Dane County Parks Department on the former Ruth Aulik property, Town Hall Drive, Sec. 34.

Dane County Parks bought the Aulik property to obtain shoreline access to the Patrick March Conservancy Area.  They are asking to split the house off the parcel to sell it.

After much discussion regarding whether the land division moratorium should apply to this unique case and whether a split can occur since the parcel is less than 35 acres, Ringelstetter moved to refer the issue to the Town Board for a decision on an exemption to the moratorium.  Gau seconded for discussion purposes.

Roll call vote:

Faber – no, Robertson – no, Ringelstetter – yes, Dulin – yes, Schwerdtfeger – yes, Gau – no, Renk – no.  Motion failed.

Review and discuss proposed map and text of intergovernmental agreement between the Town of Bristol and the City of Sun Prairie.

Chairman Derr has met with the SP City Planner and Administrator since the joint meeting on February 7.  The map has been adjusted to have the community separation area in sections 23 and 25 coincide with the ETJ line.

Further discussion identified the following areas of the agreement which need clarification:

· Allowable land divisions in the Rural Development Area and Community Separation Area are not clean.  Text needs to be clarified.
· Suggested changing label of “Business Park Joint Planning Area” to just “Joint Planning Area.”
· Need clarification as to what plans the City has for the Urban Development Area – want to be sure it is compatible with area of single-family units north of Egre Road.
· Urban Development Area west of Patrick Marsh includes land owned by DNR for conservancy.  Lines need to be corrected.
Return to concept plan for Park Avenue Estates.

Parties report they are not ready for further discussion with Plan Commission.

Dulin moved to adjourn, Schwerdtfeger seconded.  Meeting ended at 7:55 p.m.
