June 20, 2005

Chairman Renk called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present: Renk, Dulin, Faber, Gau, Ringelstetter, Schwerdtfeger.  Absent: Robertson.

Schwerdtfeger moved, Dulin seconded, to approve the minutes of the May 23, 2005 meeting as written.  Motion carried.

Public comment:  None

Review and consider a rezone request from C-1 to A-1 for a portion of the preliminary plat known as Grandview Park, Bird Street, Sec. 30, to permit use as a single family dwelling, by TCD Builders (Randy Marten) and Park Avenue Homes (Irv Espedal).

The portion of the property containing an old barn had been zoned C-1 to allow a previous owner to conduct a business out of the building.  As part of the residential development of the parcel, the new owners wish to rezone back to A-1 to allow a single family home in that area.  The barn will be taken down.

Gau moved to approve the rezone from C-1 to A-1.  Schwerdtfeger seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a checklist for future applications for CSMs, CUPs and Rezone Requests.

The draft checklist was reviewed.  A recommendation to change page 1, item #4 to “Current owner or legal representative must attend first meeting.”    Gau moved to recommend to the Town Board to accept the checklist with the above correction.  Schwerdtfeger seconded.

After discussion, Gau withdrew the motion.

Gau moved to recommend that the Town Board approve the checklist with the recommendation that legal counsel draft a representative letter that the applicant and owner could use in lieu of the owner attending the first meeting.  Ringelstetter seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a draft document of procedures and by-laws for the Bristol Plan Commission.

Draft not yet ready.

Set schedule for additional meetings and/or public hearings for Comprehensive Plan.

After discussion, it was decided that another policy meeting for the Comprehensive Plan is necessary to make decisions on the following unresolved items:

· Wingra quarry property and how to reconcile this development with the 2% growth rate.

· How to handle 1 per 35-acre entitlement splits outside the development area.

· PDR and TDR and how they can be used in our plan.

We will ask Gary Peterson to incorporate the new intergovernmental agreement into the draft plan.  We will also ask him to attend the next Plan Commission meeting.

Chairman Renk adjourned the meeting at 7:15 p.m.
