Planning Commission Meeting

March 28, 2005

Town Clerk Sandy Klister called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.   Both Chairman Renk and Vice-Chairman Robertson were absent.  Clerk asked for a motion to name an acting chairperson for this meeting.   Gau moved to have Len Ringelstetter chair the meeting.  Schwerdtfeger seconded, motion carried.  Sandy Dulin will act as recording secretary due to Clerk illness.

Gau moved to approve minutes of the previous meeting as written.  Second by Faber, motion carried.

Public comment:  Cory Kvalo asked permission to tape record the meeting.  Attorney Hazelbaker informed him that he did not need permission to tape.

Reconsider requested exception to the land division moratorium by the Dane County Parks Department for the former Aulik property, 6431 Town Hall Drive, Sec. 34.

The Town Board referred this item back to the Plan Commission for reconsideration.  Gau moved to reconsider the requested exception to the land division moratorium.  Dulin seconded the motion.  After much discussion regarding the fact that the division would not create a buildable site, a roll call vote was taken:  Faber no, Gau, no, Dulin yes, Schwerdtfeger yes, Ringelstetter yes.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a rezone request from A-1 to R-3A to provide zoning compliance for an existing parcel at 3033 Castleton Crossing, Sec. 18 by Duane and Carol Gau.

Plan Commissioner Gau recused himself and left the room for this discussion.  This property has been used as a 2 flat for a number of years.  The rezone would put it into compliance with its current use.  

Cory Kvalo feels there should be deed restrictions on this property like those of the properties in Winfield Estates since his mother had restrictions put on her property.  He is concerned about commercial vehicles being parked at the property from renters.

Carol Gau agreed to meet with the Winfield Estates Neighborhood Association to discuss covenants.  Schwerdtfeger moved to postpone this item until this was done.  Faber seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a Conditional Use Permit application for a dog boarding kennel at 1783 Tam O’Shanter, Sec. 12 , by Chris Lukens and Brea Dugan.

A large number of neighboring property owners attended the meeting. They will be presenting a petition against this proposal to the town clerk.  

After much discussion, Gau moved, Schwerdtfeger seconded,  to postpone this issue pending the following information from the applicants:

1. Site plan with a professionally done scale drawing

2. Operational plan.

3. Emergency plan outlining impacts on the neighborhood.

Motion carried unanimously.  The Town Clerk will notify neighbors and also Drumlin Creek property owners of future meetings where this item is on the agenda. 

Review and consider a preliminary plat for a subdivision to be named Park Avenue Estates on the property known as Angel Acres, Bird Street, Sec. 30 by Irv Espedal, agent.

Concept plat has been renamed Grandview Estates.  Randy Marten presented the proposal.  Dennis Norton explained the water runoff would be directed to 2 ponds.

After lengthy discussion, Ringelstetter moved to approve this concept plan and to direct the applicant to prepare a preliminary plat and to prepare information from soil borings and water volume impact on the golf course.  Schwerdtfeger seconded.  Gau – yes, Dulin – yes, Schwerdtfeger – yes, Ringelstetter – yes, Faber – no.  Motion carried.

Consider an exception to the land division moratorium to allow consideration of a preliminary plat on the property northeast of the intersection of Norway and Vinburn Roads, Sec. 18, tentatively named Norway Road Estates First Addition, by William Paulson.

This property is currently owned by Wingra Stone Co. and is a non-conforming mineral extraction site.  As such, Wingra can reopen it as a quarry at any time without regulation by either the Town or County.  William Paulson and Wingra have worked out an agreement whereby Mr. Paulson will have ownership of this property conditioned upon his ability to develop it.  

Many residents of Fern Drive attended to support this agreement to rid the Town of the non-conforming use. 

After much discussion regarding drainage issues and the timing of development on this property in relation to the Winfield Estates Kallende Addition and Norway Road Estates, Schwerdtfeger moved to recommend that the Town Board grant an exception to the land division moratorium based on the ordinance Article 2, section 2b which states, “No land division may be approved by the Town of Bristol before the expiration date (of the moratorium) unless the land division is essential for the correction of a problem or remediation of a situation with imminently threatens the public health and welfare.”  Ringelstetter seconded the motion.  Motion carried on a unanimous voice vote.

Schwerdtfeger moved to adjourn.  Gau seconded, meeting ended at 10:45 p.m.
