Planning Commission Meeting

November 28, 2005

Acting Chairman Len Ringelstetter called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.   Present: Gau, Dulin, Faber, Ringelstetter. Attorney Hazelbaker was also in attendance.  Absent:  Renk, Robertson, Schwerdtfeger.
Gau moved, Dulin seconded to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as written.

Public comment: none

Bob Faber asked how the Commission will be applying the 2% growth rate to requests for new developments.  Attorney Hazelbaker suggested scheduling a joint work meeting between the Town Board and Plan Commission to discuss this issue.

Presentation – Update on Patrick Marsh Project
Jim Welsh from the National Heritage Land Trust gave an update on progress of Patrick Marsh Project.  He would welcome any type of support from the Town of Bristol.

Review and consider a CSM to divide the buildings off a parcel at 2444 Happy Valley Road, Sec. 21, by Harold and Robert Bennesh.

Surveyor Dan Birrenkott presented a CSM to split the house and outbuildings off a larger farm parcel.  John Bennesh, nephew of the owners, wants to purchase the house and needs to have the split in order to obtain a residential mortgage.  The Bennesh family will be keeping the remainder of the land and wants it to remain agricultural.  The split will not create a new building site.

Gau moved to approve the CSM with the condition that there be only one entrance to Happy Valley Road from the newly created lot.  Faber seconded, motion carried.

Review and discuss a concept plan for a residential subdivision (Windsor/Bristol Gardens) on 98 acres north of Egre Road, Sec. 30, by Don Tierney.
Mr. Tierney presented his plan for a hybrid-conservation subdivision. The design stresses a trail network which will eventually connect with the City of Sun Prairie trails as well as the Brooks Estates subdivision.
Plan Commissioners had the following concerns/suggestions during discussion of this concept plan:

· Concern over maintenance of the trail system.  The map shows 90 degree angles which are difficult to maintain.

· The historic farm buildings in the SE corner of the plat are incompatible with the area.

· Long strait roads through the subdivision promote speeding.
· Drainage board issues need to be addressed.

· Parks Committee needs to review the proposal.

· Need to determine how the development will be phased in.

· Need to coordinate with the Town of Windsor to ensure that development proceeds cooperatively.

Dulin moved, Faber seconded, to refer the updated concept plan to the Parks Committee for review.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a preliminary plat for residential development of approximately 16 acres at 6997 Briar Lane, Sec. 19, by Greg and Diane Parker.
Mr. Parker had originally presented his concept plan before the Land Division Moratorium went into effect in 2003.  The Town Board determined that this property is exempt from the moratorium and that the lots will not count toward the 2% growth rate.
During discussion, Mr. Parker indicated that the barns located on proposed lot #6 will be removed when the area is developed.  There will also be a T-turn around constructed at the end of the road to allow snow plows to turn around.  This could be removed at a later date if the adjoining Porter land is ever developed.

Attorney Hazelbaker reviewed a proposed set of conditions for the subdivision.

Gau moved to approve the preliminary plat of Parker Place with the conditions suggested by Attorney Hazelbaker.  Faber seconded, motion carried.

Set December Plan Commission meeting date.
The following meeting schedule was set:

· December 19 (later rescheduled to Dec. 21) 2005 for a joint Plan Commission/Town Board work meeting.

· January 2, 2006 – Plan Commission meeting which would normally have been scheduled in December.

· January 23, 2006 – January regular Plan Commission meeting.

Gau moved to adjourn.  Dulin seconded.  Meeting ended at 8:35 p.m.
