Planning Commission Meeting

September 26, 2005

Chairman Renk called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.   Present: Renk, Dulin, Faber, Gau, Ringelstetter, Robertson, Schwerdtfeger.  Absent: none.
Robertson moved, Faber seconded, to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as written.

Gau noted that after recent heavy rains, the retention ponds in Winfield Estates are dry and are working properly.  He also brought information on the Mile Road Quarry to be put on file.

Review and discuss a concept plan for rezoning approximately 1.5 acres from A-1 to C-2 by Joseph Kott, 7671 County Road N, Sec. 5.

Mr. Kott presented a concept plan for storage condominiums on approximately 1.5 acres of the property where his home is located.  These units would be designed as storage areas with office space.
Plan Commissioners pointed out the following issues related to this proposal:

· Land is in a flood plain.  There are septic concerns at this location with the proposed number of units.

· Land Use Plan designates this area of the Town as residential.

· Moratorium on land divisions is still in effect.

· C-2 designation opens the property up to many potentially undesirable uses – could this plan be done under a C-1 zoning?

· Soils in this area may pose problems for septic systems.

· A landscaping plan would be needed to integrate the storage units into the residential area.

· Plan Commission would want to see restrictive covenants regarding approved uses of the storage units.

Review and consider the final plat for Grandview Park, Bird Street, Sec. 30 by Irv Espedal and Randy Marten.
The list of conditions for this plat was reviewed.  Gau had concerns that the homeowners association be responsible for maintenance of the storm water drainage ways rather than the property owners.  This gives the Town the ability to special charge the entire subdivision if the work is not done or is not done properly.  Condition #2 will be redrafted to reflect this.
Concerns about the slopes on the drainage swales were discussed.  They need to be constructed at an angle which can be mowed.

Condition #13 was amended to include language requiring a roll curb at the entrance to the subdivision from Bird Street.

Leon Veith of the Sun Prairie Golf Course expressed concerns about water flow from the subdivision.  He feels that a culvert should be constructed under Happy Valley Road to channel water away from the Golf Course.    Plan Commissioner Gau felt that condition #20 addressed the water flow issue.

Gau moved to approve the final plat of Grandview Park with the amendments to conditions #2B and 13.  Robertson seconded, motion carried.

Comments regarding the culvert under Happy Valley Road will be referred to the Town Board and Town Engineer for review.

Dulin moved, Gau seconded, to adjourn.  Meeting ended at 7:45 p.m.
