Town Board Meeting

April 4, 2005

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:35 p.m.  Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Dulin.  Absent: none.

Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes of the March 7, 2005 meeting were read.  Supervisor Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to approve as written.  Motion carried.

Public comment:  Dennis Laufenburg asked how the land development of the Wingra quarry would impact the 2% growth rate.

Annie Tremaine asked how much revenue has been generated through the Community Court.

Jean Bauer expressed concerns about Club Bristol.  She noted that there has been less security than when the Club originally opened and the bouncer in no longer at the door.  There was also an incident of a man stopping after closing and pounding loudly on the door.  She also asked if the owner could do any building additions or expansions under his current zoning.  Attorney Hazelbaker explained that this would require a rezone.

Club Bristol owner Jerry Wood was in attendance and said that security personnel are on the premises every night.  They walk through the parking lot on an hourly basis.

Darin Gardner has concerns about noise coming from Club Bristol.  He and his wife have called the police a number of times and are aware that decibel readings have been within levels specified in the ordinance.  He asked whether those levels can be changed since bass levels are problematic almost every evening.

Attorney Hazelbaker asked residents to keep logs of problems associated with the Club and to send them to the Town Hall.  This information will be useful for the liquor license renewal hearing this summer.

Jerry Wood said that the bass tubes had been removed from the Club last November.  He offered to give his cell phone number to neighbors so they can call him in the event of future noise problems.

Review and consider a requested exception to the land division moratorium by the Dane County Parks Department for the former Aulik property, 6431 Town Hall Drive, Section 34.

The Dane County Parks Department purchased the Aulik property for its shoreline access to Patrick Marsh.  The house on the property is vacant.  The County wants to split off the home to be sold.  The Planning Commission recommended that the Town Board grant an exception to the moratorium to allow this to proceed.

Supervisor Grove moved to approve an exception to the moratorium.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a rezone request from A-1 to R-3A to provide zoning compliance for an existing parcel at 3033 Castleton Crossing, Sec. 18 by Duane and Carol Gau.

The Planning Commission postponed this item pending additional information.  Supervisor Grove moved to postpone, Dulin seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a Conditional Use Permit application for a dog-boarding kennel at 1783 Tam O’Shanter Trail, Sec. 12 by Chris Lukens and Brea Dugan.

The Planning Commission postponed this item.  Supervisor Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to postpone.  Motion carried.

Review and consider renewing an appointment for the Bristol Clerk/Treasurer.

The Clerk/Treasurer position had been appointed for a two-year period ending April 8, 2005.

Supervisor Dulin made a motion to reappoint Sandy Klister to the position of Clerk/Treasurer for a three-year term effective April 8, 2005 through April 8, 2008.  Supervisor Grove seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider Ordinance Amendment 28, amending Chapter 10 of the Dane County Code of Ordinances, regarding appeal of Conditional Use Permits to the County Board.

This amendment would allow a CUP to be overturned by a majority vote of the County Board rather than the ¾ vote now required.  Supervisor Grove moved to disapprove amendment 28.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider Ordinance Amendment 31, amending Chapter 10 of the Dane County Code of Ordinances, modifying the Adult Entertainment Overlay District.

This amendment addresses problems with the Adult Entertainment Ordinance.  It was further modified by Ordinance Amendment 32.

Supervisor Dulin moved, Grove seconded, to disapprove Ordinance Amendment 31.  Motion carried.

Review and consider Ordinance Amendment 32, amending Chapter 10 of the Dane County Code of Ordinances, regarding Adult Entertainment establishments.

These are the final changes to the Adult Entertainment Ordinance.  It revises sections of the original Ordinance which may be problematic on a constitutional level.  Supervisor Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to approve Ordinance Amendment 32.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report

Treasurer’s report was presented.  Supervisor Grove moved to audit and pay bills.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Supervisor Dulin moved to adjourn, Grove seconded.  Meeting ended at 7:35 p.m.
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
