Town Board Meeting

February 8, 2005

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present:  Chairman Derr, Supervisor Grove and Supervisor Dulin.  Absent: none.

Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Sun Prairie Public Library Report

Rebecca Renk, Bristol representative to the Sun Prairie Library Board, gave a report on the Library.  She agreed to write an article for the next newsletter.

Discuss entering into a contract for building inspection services.

The Town is transitioning from an earlier arrangement for building inspection services with Dennis Allen to building inspections through Tom Viken Inspections.  The Town’s audit firm has suggested making the building inspector a contracted position rather than a Town employee.

Supervisor Grove made a motion to direct Town legal counsel to draft a contract for building inspection services.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Annie Tremaine asked if the Town would go out for bids for this contract.  Chairman Derr said that this could be done after a draft contract is done.

Parks Committee Report:

Dan Hopfensperger reported on the following items:

· Ice rink hours of operation – the Parks Committee discussed this issue and is recommending that the ice rink close at 10 p.m.  They also suggest that signs be posted for the next ice skating season.

· New members for the Parks Committee – there are currently 2 openings on the committee, 3 or 4 interested persons have contacted either Chairman Derr or Mr. Hopfensperger.

· Gardens on park property – last year there were instances of residents planting gardens on parkland in the Brooks Ridge Park.  The Parks Committee suggests sending a letter to all property owners around the park advising them that this is not permissible.

· Pedestrian path from Sherwood Forest to Norway Road Estates – there have been some meetings between the property owner and developer on this issue.  Work is continuing on the plans.
