Town Board Meeting

June 8, 2005

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. Present: Derr, Dulin, Grove.  Absent: none.

Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes of the May 9, 2005 meeting were read.  Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to approve as written.  Motion carried.

Public comment: none.

Parks Committee Update:

The Parks Committee is setting up a meeting with Sherwood Forest and Norway Road Estates residents regarding the walkway between the two subdivisions.  Dane County Zoning has determined that no permits are needed for the project.

There have been some reports of vandalism and noise at the parks after dark.  Discussion regarding a possible parks ordinance restricting hours has taken place.

Improvements for Bristol Ridge Park are to include a tire swing and climbing tower.   A tamper proof light near the play equipment is also planned.  The improvements will cost approximately $6000.  Chairman Derr said that the money is available in the Park fund.

Review and consider a CSM to split 1.049 acres including a house off the former Aulik property at 6431 Town Hall Drive, Sec. 34 by the Dane County Parks Dept.

Dane County is not ready with this item.  Grove moved to postpone, Dulin seconded. Motion carried.
