Town Board Meeting

May 9, 2005

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:35 p.m.  Present:  Chairman Derr, Supervisors Dulin and Grove.  Absent: none.

Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Sandy Klister read the minutes of the April 4, 2005 meeting.  Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to approve the minutes as written.  Motion carried.

Public comment:

Lori Oettinger, resident of the Northwynde Subdivision, asked if the Town Ordinance on firearms discharge can be enforced.  She reported that children in her neighborhood are firing b.b. guns and bow and arrows near other houses.  Chairman Derr will check with legal counsel regarding this issue.

Review and consider an exception to the land division moratorium to allow consideration of a preliminary subdivision plat on the property located northeast of the intersection of Norway and Vinburn Roads, Sec. 18, tentatively named Norway Road Estates First Addition.

William Paulson has an opportunity to exchange land with Wingra Stone for the property they currently own in Bristol.  He is interested in abandoning the non-conforming mineral extraction site and to develop it with single-family homes.  He is asking for an exception to the moratorium to allow him to develop it in a cost-effective amount of time.

Attorney Hazelbaker advised the Town to take advantage of this opportunity to get rid of the non-conforming mineral extraction site.

Supervisor Grove moved to approve the exception to the land division moratorium.  Second by Dulin.  Motion carried.  This allows Mr. Paulson to proceed with a preliminary plat.

Review and consider a preliminary plat for Grandview Estates (formerly known as Angel Acres) Sec. 30 by Irv Espedal and Randy Marten.

This preliminary plat will now be known as Grandview Park.  The development will have a two-detention pond system that will reduce water runoff volume to approximately 60% of what it is currently.  The rate at which the runoff occurs will be reduced approximately 95% during a ten- year storm event.

Dulin moved to approve the preliminary plat of Grandview Park with the conditions drafted by the Town Attorney.   Grove seconded.

Chairman Derr moved to amend the motion to include condition #21 that would allow the Town to extend the bond period for the erosion control bond if it deems necessary to protect neighboring properties.  Grove seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a rezone request from A-1 to R-3A to provide zoning compliance for an existing parcel at 3033 Castleton Crossing, Sec. 18, by Duane and Carol Gau.

The Planning Commission recommended approval of this request conditioned upon the recording of deed restrictions presented by Mr. and Mrs. Gau.  These restrictions are similar to neighboring properties in Winfield Estates.

Dulin moved to approve the rezone request from A-1 to R-3A with the deed restrictions.  Grove seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider estimate for new highway broom.

The Town received an estimate of $8190 for replacement of the highway broom with the heavy- duty model (TKH-P).  Grove moved, Dulin seconded to approve the quote of $8190.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a contract for crack filling services.

Two quotes for crack filling were given to the Town:


$1.00 per pound by Crack Filling Services


$1.28 per pound by Fahrner Asphalt

Grove moved to accept the bid from Crack Filling Services for $1.00 per pound.  Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a contract for building inspection services.

Draft contract is not ready.  Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to postpone this item.  Motion carried.

Review and consider an increase in fees for Town Class A Beer and Class B Beer and Liquor licenses and bartending licenses.

The current liquor and bartending license fees have been in effect since the 1970’s. They no longer reflect the administrative costs of licensing for the Town.

Dulin moved to increase the Class A Beer and Class B Beer and Liquor licenses from $350 to $400 and the cost of a bartender license from $10 to $25 plus the cost of a background check if the Town deems necessary.  Grove seconded, motion carried.

Designate the Town financial depositories for 2005.

Derr moved to remain with the State Trust Fund and the Bank of Sun Prairie as the Town’s financial depositories.  Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider Plan Commission appointment recommendations.

Chairman Derr explained that he feels it is important to continue with the same Plan Commission members while the Comprehensive Plan revision is still in progress.  Current members whose terms are up for renewal are:


Sandy Dulin – term 4/2005 – 4/2007 (coincides with term on Town Board)


Richard Renk and Owen Schwerdtfeger – terms to end 5/2007


Bob Faber and Tom Robertson – terms to end 5/2008

Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to approve the Chairman’s recommendations for Plan Commission members.  Motion carried.

Discuss and action on a proposal by “The Telephone Company” to audit and recover overcharges on Town phone service.

Dulin moved to engage The Telephone Company to audit the Town’s phone bills and recover overcharges (including cell phone bills if possible).  Grove seconded, motion carried.

Sandy Klister presented the Treasurer’s report.

Supervisor Grove moved to audit and pay bills.  Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Dulin moved to adjourn. Grove seconded.  Meeting ended at 8:30 p.m.
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
