Town Board Meeting

November 7, 2005

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present:  Chairman Derr, Supervisors Dulin and Grove.  Absent: none.

Pledge of Allegiance.

The minutes of the October 3, 2005 meeting were read.  Supervisor Grove moved to approve as written.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Announcements:  The new Bristol Community Deputy, Greg Sondreal, introduced himself.  

Public Comment:  none.

Muller Road Bridge Project:

Presentations on the upcoming Muller Road Bridge project were done by Ayers Associates and Graef, Anhalt, Schloemer & Associates.

Review and consider a Parks Committee request for funds to purchase play equipment for the Norway Road Estates park.

Dan Hopfensperger of the Parks Committee explained that they have held meetings with Norway Road Estates residents to get input on the park development.  He requested $15,000 from the parks development fund to purchase play equipment, which will be installed next spring with neighborhood volunteers.
Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to approve the request for $15,000 from the parks fund for play equipment at Norway Road Estates Park.  Motion carried.

Review and consider applications for Operator (bartender) licenses by Kevyn Quamme and Steve Hauge.
Both applicants have completed the beverage server course and submitted an application to the Town.  Supervisor Grove moved to approve the licenses.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider an application for a Combination Class B Beer and Liquor License upon surrender of an existing license by Kathryne Judd, 1302 Ellen Avenue, Madison, WI.
Ms. Judd has an offer to purchase Patches Tavern pending. She explained her ideas for operating and changing the bar.   A criminal background check showed no record for Ms. Judd.

Supervisor Dulin moved to approve a Combination Class B Beer and Liquor License for Ms. Judd at the location of Patches Tavern upon surrender of the current license by Phillip Hollis.  Supervisor Grove seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider the status of the Greg Parker property, 6997 Briar Lane, Sec. 19, as it relates to the Land Division Moratorium.
Mr. Parker had presented a concept plan to subdivide his property at the July 28, 2003 Plan Commission meeting.  This predated the moratorium.

Supervisor Dulin moved, Grove seconded, to exempt Mr. Parker’s property from the moratorium and to exclude it from the 2% growth rate in place with the new Comprehensive Land Use Plan.  Motion carried.

Review and consider an end date to the Land Division Moratorium.
The moratorium ordinance originally set the end date as 120 days after the Plan had been submitted to Dane County.  After discussion, Grove moved to end the moratorium effective December 1, 2005.  Dulin seconded.  Motion carried.
Review and consider an agreement to Nahn and Associates LLC for an analysis to determine the possibility of Bristol’s exemption from the Phase II Storm water Program.
The requirements of the Phase II Storm Water Program could potentially cost the Town thousands of dollars in the next several years.  If a population density study is done, there is a possibility that Bristol may not have to be included in the program.  Nahn and Associates have given the Town an estimate of $560 for the analysis.

Supervisor Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to enter into an agreement with Nahn and Associates for an analysis.  Motion carried.

Review and consider decreasing the speed limit on Vinburn Road from 55 mph to 45 mph between County Road N and the Windsor Town Line.

Residents have requested a reduction in speed on this section of Vinburn Road.  Dulin moved, Grove seconded, to reduce the speed limit on Vinburn Road to 45 mph between County Road N and the Windsor Line.  Motion carried.
Review and consider adoption of a resolution designating the National Incident Management System (NIMS) as the basis for incident management in the Town Of Bristol.
Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to adopt a resolution designating NIMS as the basis for incident management in the Town Of Bristol. Motion carried.
Review and consider Ordinance Amendment 12, 2005-2006, amending Chapters 11 and 12 of the Dane County Code of Ordinances regarding Shoreland Erosion Control.
This item is a courtesy action since the Town has no veto authority over Chapter 11 or 12.  Grove moved to deny Ordinance Amendment 12 amending Chapters 11 and 12.  Dulin seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a Resolution of Inclusion to the Wisconsin Retirement System.
The Town will be offering health insurance to the full time employees in 2006.  In order to purchase health coverage through the State pool, the Town must enroll in the retirement system.

After much discussion, and due to the fact that the Town will be able to get more cost effective health coverage through a local provider for the next year, Dulin moved to postpone this item and delay participation in the State Retirement system.  Grove seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a Resolution of Inclusion under the Wisconsin Public Employers’ Health Insurance Program.
Dulin moved, Grove seconded, to postpone consideration of this item until fall of 2006.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was presented.
Grove moved to audit and pay bills.  Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Dulin moved to adjourn.  Grove seconded.  Meeting ended at 8:15 p.m.
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
