Town Board Meeting

October 3, 2005

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisors Dulin and Grove.  Absent: none.

Pledge of Allegiance.

The minutes of the August 4, 2005 and September 12, 2005 meetings were read.  Supervisor Grove moved to approve as written.  Second by Supervisor Dulin.  Motion carried.

Public comment: None

Presentation by Westbrook Engineering.

A representative of Westbrook Engineering gave a presentation on the Muller Road Bridge project.

Review and consider the final plat of Grandview Park, Bird Street, Sec. 30 by Randy Marten and Irv Espedal.

The list of conditions to the plat was reviewed.  Dennis Norton feels that a roll curb at the entrance to the subdivision is not warranted due to the small volume of traffic in and out of this subdivision.  

Supervisor Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to revise condition #13 to “there shall be wedge type asphalt curb at the entrance to Bird Street.”  Motion carried.

Randy Marten questioned why condition #15 was included since it is not a part of this plat process.  Dulin moved, Grove seconded, to delete condition #15.  Motion carried.

Chairman Derr met with the Town’s contracted Engineer, Aicardo Roa and Leon Veith of the Sun Prairie Golf Course.  Mr. Veith still has concerns regarding the possible effects of this subdivision on storm water running into the golf course.  He has offered to pay for a survey to look for solutions to this issue.

Supervisor Dulin moved to approve the final plat of Grandview Park subject to the list of conditions (as amended).  Supervisor Grove seconded, motion carried.

Preliminary work on the 2006 Town Budget.
A preliminary review of the town budget was done.  The next work meeting scheduled for October 25, 2005 at 5:00 p.m.

Treasurer’s report was presented.

Supervisor Grove moved to audit and pay bills.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.
