Annual Town Meeting

April 12, 2006

Chairman Derr called the 158th Annual Town of Bristol Town Meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes of the 2005 annual meeting were read.  John Dulin moved to approve as written.  Len Ringelstetter seconded.  Motion carried on a unanimous voice vote.

The 2005 Town Financial Report was reviewed and questions answered.

Fire Report:  The Town paid $55,000 in operating expenses for fire protection in 2005.  This is in addition to the $19,200 down payment made toward the purchase of the new pumper/tanker for the West Side Fire Station.  The truck is to be delivered in May 2006 which is ahead of schedule.

EMS:  The EMS went to full time paramedic level in 2005.  Our annual contract amount for service in Bristol is $54,000.  

Public Works:  

· Roads – we usually do 7 – 10 miles of seal coating each year.  However the cost estimates may exceed $10,000 per mile.  If that in fact happens, we will need to adjust our plan to stay within our budget for road work.
· Equipment – no new purchases are planned for the next year.

Colonial Club:  Barb Bailey and Patty Stockdale from the Colonial Club were present and gave information regarding services the Colonial Club provides to Town residents.  These services include, case management, supportive home care, delivered meals and recreational activities.  Services to Bristol residents have increased, and 3.85% of services provided by the Colonial Club are for Bristol Residents.

Kay Ringelstetter made a motion to contribute 7800 to the Colonial Club in 2007.  Reuben Birrenkott seconded.  Motion carried on a unanimous voice vote.

Kay Ringelstetter volunteered to be the Town Representative to the Colonial Club Towns, Cities and Villages Board.

Renew Town Borrowing Authority:
John Dulin moved to renew the Town’s borrowing authority.  Duane Gau seconded.  Motion carried on a unanimous voice vote.

Grant Gullickson made a motion to increase the Town Board to 5 members.  The motion died for lack of second.

Randy Marten said he feels the Town has very good roads and thanked the Town Board for maintaining them.

Chairman Derr thanked the Plan Commission for all the work they did on the Comprehensive Plan.
