Planning Commission Meeting 

April 24, 2006

Plan Commission Chairman Ringelstetter called the meeting to order at 6:35 p.m.  Present:  Ringelstetter, Dulin, Faber, Renk, Schwerdtfeger, and Town Attorney Hazelbaker.   Absent: Gau.

Minutes of the previous meeting:
Correction needed to Knaus CSM item.  Delete reference to only one driveway access on Hilton Lane.

Dulin moved to approve the minutes as corrected.  Ringelstetter seconded.  Motion carried.

Public Comment:

Bob Faber asked whether the lots in the Knaus CSM will count toward the 2% growth target this year.  The Town Board is considering this issue but has not yet reached a decision.

Review and consider a proposal for changes to the process for Land Use Requests.
Attorney Hazelbaker presented a sample document from the Town of Springfield which outlines a longer timeframe for submitting land use requests to the Plan Commission.  He suggested that the Town consider adopting a similar process which would require requests to be submitted at least one month prior to the meeting. This would allow time for the Town to have an engineer and planner review the proposal and submit recommendations to the Plan Commissioners before hearing the request.
After much discussion, it was decided to review this issue at a future meeting.

Discuss the development of a “neighborhood plan” for the residential development area of the Town.

Attorney Hazelbaker presented several documents including maps of the development area, a sample neighborhood plan from another municipality and a document on traffic calming techniques.  He explained that he feels a neighborhood plan is necessary to ensure smooth traffic patterns and a cohesive system of parks and trails as land is developed in the Town.

He reviewed his memo which recommends that the Plan Commission decide what should be included in the neighborhood plan and recommend to the Town Board that the Town pursue means of financing the project.  These costs would be recovered from developers as new projects are platted in the Township.

Discussion regarding the probable cost of this type of project as well as whether it is really necessary followed.  Faber moved to set up a joint meeting between the Plan Commission, Town Board and Towns Parks Committee to discuss further.  Dulin seconded.  Motion carried.
Dulin moved to adjourn.  Schwerdtfeger seconded.  Meeting ended at 7:50 p.m.
