Planning Commission Meeting

December 18, 2006

Plan Commission Chairman Ringelstetter called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present: Ringelstetter, Dulin, Faber, Gau, Schwerdtfeger, Templeton.  Absent: none

Faber moved, Dulin seconded, to approve the minutes of the October 23, 2006 meeting as written.  Motion carried.

Public comment: none

Review and consider a CSM and rezone request to add 2.0 acres to the south boundary of existing Lot 1, CSM 9221, site of Counter Fitters, 7645 County Road V, Sec. 9, and to change the zoning of the additional 2 acres from A-1 to C-1 to conform to the original parcel zoning.

Location of Counter Fitters was corrected to: 2691 County Road V, Sec. 8.

Todd Krueger, owner of Counter Fitters, is planning to purchase 2 additional acres to add to his current parcel at 2691 County V.  He plans to construct an additional 10,000 – 12,000 square foot building enabling him to locate his office at the same location, construct a showroom, and move his other shop (currently in the City of Sun Prairie) there.   The additional 2 acres are now zoned A-1 and would need to be rezoned to C-1 for this purpose.

Dulin moved, Gau seconded, to approve the CSM adding 2.0 acres to existing Lot 1, CSM 9221.  Gau seconded.  Motion carried.
After discussion, Dulin moved to approve the rezone of the additional 2.0 acres to C-1 with the following conditions:

1. There is to be no outside storage of items not pertinent to Mr. Krueger’s business.

2. The owner agrees to landscape the additional 2.0 acres in a manner consistent with the landscaping plan of the original lot.

3. Only the following C-1 uses will be allowed on this parcel (per Dane County Zoning Code Section 10.13 (1)):

· (a) Retail and service uses

· (c) Warehousing and storage incidental to a permitted use on the property

· (d) Medical, dental and veterinary clinics

· (e) Banks, offices, office buildings not more than 2 floors

· (f) Utility services

· (h) Bakeries, printing plants, laundries, dry cleaning plants

· (i) Distribution centers and wholesale businesses

· (j) Woodworking shops, machine shops, manufacturing and assembly plants

· (k) Bicycle sales and service

· (p) Games such as horseshoes, volleyball or similar activities not lighted for night operation

· (r) Off-site parking of motor vehicles as provided in section 10.18(3)(c)
Templeton seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

Review and consider a rezone request from RE-1 to A-1 for CSM 11826 Lots 1 and 2, created in June 2006 by Keith Gilbertson, Gilbertson Road, Sec. 6.
After the creation of these lots it was discovered that the land is still in RE-1 zoning which does not allow for the construction of single family homes on the sites.  The splits are still legal land divisions, but the owner is requesting they be zoned back to A-1 to allow for home construction which was his original intent.  Gau moved, Schwerdtfeger seconded, to approve the rezone back to A-1.

After discussion, Gau amended his motion to include the condition that the lots be allowed no more than one animal unit per acre.  Schwerdtfeger seconded.   Motion carried:  aye – 4, no – 2.
Discuss future meetings and agendas.

No action taken.

Gau moved to adjourn.  Schwerdtfeger seconded.  Meeting ended at 7:30 p.m.
