Plan Commission Meeting

February 20, 2006

Chairman Ringelstetter called the meeting to order at 6:30.  Present: Ringelstetter, Faber, Dulin, Gau and Town Attorney Hazelbaker.  Absent: Renk, Schwerdtfeger.

Public comment: none

Review and consider options for implementing the 2% growth rate with new developments in the Town of Bristol.
Attorney Hazelbaker presented a draft of an Ordinance Amendment Related to Updating Land Division Ordinance to be Consistent with the Land Use Plan.  Discussion raised the following concerns: 

· How to provide flexibility to allow infill areas to be developed in a timely manner.

· How to address carryover of lots not approved in a particular year.

Gau moved, Dulin seconded, to recommend approval of the Ordinance Amendment to the Town Board as drafted.  Motion carried.

Review and consider an Ordinance for Commercial Design Review.

The draft ordinance was discussed.  Faber moved to change line 119 reference to “20 feet” to “10% of the distance.”  Motion carried.

Faber moved to adopt the ordinance with the change noted above.  Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider Plan Commission By-Laws.
Review of the draft By-Laws resulted in the following corrections:
· References to “Town Commission” be replaced with “Town Board.”

· Article IV, Section 5 – quorum shall consist of four members.

Ringelstetter moved to approve the Plan Commission By-Laws with the corrections noted above.  Faber seconded, motion carried.

Gau moved to adjourn.  Ringelstetter seconded.  Meeting ended at 7:25 p.m.
