Plan Commission Meeting

January 23, 2006

Acting Chairperson Len Ringelstetter called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.   Present:  Ringelstetter, Dulin, Faber, Schwerdtfeger.  Absent: Gau, Renk.

Schwerdtfeger moved, Faber seconded to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as written.  Motion carried.

Elect a new Plan Commission Vice-Chairperson.

Faber moved, Dulin seconded, to postpone.  Motion carried.

Public comment: none

Review and consider a concept plan to divide a 14 acre parcel into 3 lots at 6905 Norway Road, Sec. 19 by Robert Lehman.

This item was withdrawn by the applicant.

Review and consider options for implementing the 2% growth rate with new developments in the Town of Bristol.
Attorney Hazelbaker shared a draft document outlining 4 options for implementation of the 2% growth rate.  

1. Formal RFP process in which interested persons submit proposals for development of parcels.

2. Discretionary process for the Town Board and Plan Commission.
3. First come first served process.

4. Pro-rated system.

After much discussion the following concerns were noted:

· Need criteria for allocating lots when more are proposed than available.

· Need criteria for ranking proposals.

· Need to determine if lots can be “borrowed” from future years.

· Change the RFP process to a 3 year cycle to allow flexibility for small projects or other contingencies in the Town’s best interest.

Schwerdtfeger moved to direct Attorney Hazelbaker to re-draft option #1 to incorporate the above concerns for discussion at the next meeting.  Faber seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider an Ordinance for Commercial Design Review.

Attorney Hazelbaker explained that he feels the Town needs a set of standards for review of new commercial buildings in order to protect against litigation for unfair treatment.  He further recommended sending a copy to the Town Building Inspector for comment.

Dulin moved, Schwerdtfeger seconded, to forward the draft ordinance to the building inspector and to postpone to the next meeting.  Motion carried.

Review and consider Plan Commission by-laws.

Schwerdtfeger moved to postpone review to the next meeting.  Faber seconded.  Motion carried.

Faber moved to adjourn.  Dulin seconded.  Meeting ended at 8:35 p.m.
