Plan Commission Meeting

July 24, 2006

Plan Commission Chairman Ringelstetter called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present:  Ringelstetter, Dulin, Faber, Gau, Renk, Schwerdtfeger.  Absent:  Templeton.

Dulin moved, Schwerdtfeger seconded, to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as written.  Motion carried.

Public comment:  none.

Review and consider a CSM to combine three existing lots into two lots at 1678 Greenway Road, Sec. 25, by Ronald Humphrey.
Mr. Humphrey wishes to sell the existing home on Lot 1 and build a new home on the newly created Lot 2.  There had previously been another rental house there which burned down.  

Attorney Hazelbaker recommended putting a condition on the approval restricting the owner from re-creating 3 lots unless the Town gives approval.  Renk moved to approve the CSM with the condition restricting the owner from re-creating the parcels into 3 lots.  Faber seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a request to rezone a portion of the proposed Lehman’s Addition Plat, 6905 Norway Road, Sec. 19, from C-1 back to A-1.

During the preliminary plat discussion, it was discovered that a small section of Mr. Lehman’s property has commercial zoning.  This was done by a prior owner of the property.  Dane County has given conflicting information as to whether the commercial zoning is LC-1 or C-1.  However, the owner wishes to rezone it back to A-1 to accommodate a single family residence on the lot.

Schwerdtfeger moved, Dulin seconded, to approve the rezone back to A-1.  Motion carried.

Discussion of the following items to be include in the neighborhood plan of the development area of the Town of Bristol.

1. Overview of the Terrain – Plan Commissioner Gau reviewed maps of the soils and contours in the development area.  Challenges to residential development due to poor soils or wetlands was discussed.  It was decided that the Plan Commission will review each 40 acre parcel of the development zone to determine what opportunities and/or challenges are present for development in each section.  This will create a more detailed picture than is available in the Comprehensive Smart Growth Plan.  
2. Housing –discussion on various housing options including duplex, multi-family and senior housing was held.  Attorney Hazelbaker suggested a site visit to Parkside Village in Windsor as an example of a successful senior housing option.  More information on county zoning, septic and water issues is needed to explore this item further.

Renk moved, Faber seconded, to adjourn.  Meeting ended at 7:35 p.m.
