Planning Commission Meeting 

October 23, 2006

Plan Commission Chairman Ringelstetter called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present: Ringelstetter, Dulin, Faber, Gau, Renk, Schwerdtfeger, Templeton.  Absent: none.

Gau moved, Schwerdtfeger seconded, to approve the minutes of the September 25, 2006 meeting as written.  Motion carried.

Public comment: none.

Review and consider a CSM land division creating 3 additional lots west of Fawn Lane on approximately 45 acres located at 3139 Vinburn Road, Sec. 19., by Tim and Beth Mielkarek, and consider recommendint that the Town Board waive the plat requirement within the development zone for the 3 new lots.

Commissioner Renk expressed concern over granting another waiver of the plat requirement. However, after review of the proposed lots, Chairman Ringelstetter pointed out that this CSM is very similar to the plat which was approved for this parcel a number of years ago but never recorded since the Mielkarek’s bought the entire parcel.  He feels the CSM is not incompatible with surrounding land use.
Ringelstetter moved to recommend that the Town Board approve a waiver of the plat requirement and allow this division to be considered as a CSM.  Schwerdtfeger seconded.  Motion carried (aye – 5, 

no – 2).
Schwerdtfeger moved to approve the CSM (map #060730, Birrenkott surveying).  Dulin seconded.

Gau expressed concerns about storm water management on the parcel, the private driveway which may eventually need to be constructed into a town road and the necessity of a deed restriction on lots 2 and 3 prohibiting further splits.

Schwerdtfeger amended the motion to include the following conditions:

· Notation on CSM that the owners of Lot 1 will be responsible for constructing the town road if needed

· That deed restrictions be placed on lots 2 and 3 prohibiting further divisions,

· Contingent upon Dane County approving storm water management plans for the property

Dulin seconded.

Renk amended the motion to include park fees for lots 2, 3 and 4.  Faber seconded.  Motion carried on both amendments.

The original motion to approve the CSM was called.  Motion carried.

Renk moved to recommend that the Town Board require park fees on all CSM lots within the development zone.  Faber seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider rezoning approximately 3.31 acres from A-1 and A-B to C-1 and .0566 acres currently zoned A-B back to A-1 by Allen Seltzner, 7365 County Road N, Sun Prairie WI, Sec. 17.

Mr. Seltzner wishes to change his zoning from A-B to C-1 to accommodate the repair of non-farm equipment. The additional land would be for an addition to the current shop building.   The .0566 acres to be zoned back to A-1 is for an existing septic vent on the property.
After discussion, Gau moved to approve the rezone request with the following conditions:

1. Deed restricted to only items c, j and o under C-1 Zoning.

2. Trees or other landscaping to be placed along the east and north property lines for screening.

3. Clean up appearance of the property.

Templeton seconded.

Renk amended the motion to add a condition that the land use plan be amended first to allow C-1 zoning in this area of the Town.  Dulin seconded.   Motion carried.

Original motion carried as amended.

Review and consider a CSM changing Out Lot 6, Scottish Highlands Second Addition to a buildable lot, Scotland Parkway, Sec. 30, by TCD Builders and Park Avenue Homes.
Discussion regarding the best configuration for road access to this lot was held.  Renk moved to approve the CSM conditioned upon the owners and the Town Board resolving the road access issue and building the road to Town standards.  Faber seconded.  Motion carried (aye – 6, no – 1).

Review and consider the final plat of Lehman’s Addition, an 11 lot subdivision of 14.4 acres located at 6905 Norway Road, Sec. 19, by Paulson Development, LLC.
Schwerdtfeger moved to approve the final plat of Lehman’s Addition with the list of conditions supplied by Attorney Hazelbaker.  Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Gau recommended that the Town Board consider further reducing the speed limit on Norway Road to 35 mph in light of increasing traffic and residents concerns.

Dulin moved to adjourn.  Schwerdtfeger seconded.  Meeting ended at 8:55 p.m.
