Plan Commission Meeting

September 25, 2006

Plan Commission Chairman Ringelstetter called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present: Ringelstetter, Dulin, Faber, Gau, Renk, Schwerdtfeger, Templeton.  Absent: none.

Gau moved, Schwerdtfeger seconded, to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as written.  Motion carried.

Public comment: none

Jim Welsh and Jean Behrend presented an update on the Patrick Marsh Conservancy Project and answered questions.

Review and consider a concept plan to relocate Club Bristol, 7653 County Road N, Sec. 8 to adjacent parcel, by Gerald Wood.

Mr. Wood explained that the existing building is old and has had recurring problems with the roof.  Engineers have advised him that the age and condition of the building limit options for repair.  He would like to tear down the existing building, convert that area to a larger parking lot and remodel the building on the adjacent property, which they already own, to house the existing business.

Plan Commissioners advised him to seek legal counsel before moving further with this proposal since the adjacent parcel does not have the correct M-1 zoning for an adult entertainment business and moving the business would subject them to the requirements under the new County Zoning Ordinance for Adult Entertainment establishments.  It would be unlikely to get M-1 zoning which is an industrial zoning classification in the middle of the residential neighborhood where the property is located.
Review and consider a CSM land division creating 3 additional lots west of Fawn Lane, on approximately 45 acres located at 3139 Vinburn Road, Sec. 19, by Tim and Beth Mielkarek.
The Mielkareks plan to create 3 additional lots on their 45 acres.  One lot will be for Mrs. Mielkarek’s sister, one lot for the future for their son and a third lot that they do not intend to be built on but would serve as an access point to a possible future park.  Mr. and Mrs. Mielkarek indicated that they have no additional development plans for their land.
Gau expressed concern about lot 4 being under the 33,000 square foot minimum standard in the Town ordinance.  He feels that it could create a long term problem for the Town.  

Renk questioned the legality of granting a waiver from the plat requirement for land in the development area.

Gau moved to postpone the preliminary CSM to give the Mielkareks time to revise lot 4 to conform to the 33,000 square foot minimum and to get a legal opinion on the waiver issue.  Schwerdtfeger seconded.  Motion carried.

Continued discussion of the proposed Neighborhood Plan within the development zone.  Review the area by sections and discuss development potential of each.
The following properties were reviewed and relevant issues discussed:
1. Sec. 30 – Wagner property west to golf course.

a. Located in the Token Creek Watershed Basin

b. Edge of Drainage District II

c. Water leaves the golf course through this area

d. Development would require connectivity of road ways and trails

e. Concerns over crossing the creek (tributary) located on this property

2. Sec. 10 – Porter property

a. Issues regarding connectivity of streets/trails to north and east

b. Part of Token Creek Watershed

c. Proper storm water management techniques needed

d. Northern part of the parcel is wooded

e. North part of parcel would need to be studied for soil suitability

f. Upper edge of Drainage District II – development would be subject to drainage district rules

Gau moved to adjourn.  Dulin seconded.  Motion carried – meeting ended at 8:40 p.m.
